MADE-UP HOUSEHOLD TEXTILES TRADE

THIS REPORT on the Made-up Household Textiles Trade relates to establishments engaged 
wholly or mainly in the making-up for sale of household textiles of cotton and of rayon, nylon, 
etc., and the making-up on commission of household textiles of all materials. All establish­
ments in Northern Ireland making-up household textiles for sale are, however, included in the 
report on the linen and Soft Hemp Trade (Volume 6, Trade F).

Separate returns made by making-up departments of weaving firms in Great Britain are also 
included.

Separate returns were also required for 1951 and 1950 for the making-up departments of 
merchant convertors, some of which were classified for 1949 and 1948 to this trade, and some 
to the Textile Converting Trade. In such returns the making—up departments were usually 
regarded as working on commission for the parent firm. The figures for 1951 and 1950 are, 
therefore, not strictly comparable with those for earlier years.

This trade is included in minimum list heading 122(2) in the Standard Industrial 
Classification.

Particulars relating to this trade are available only from 1948.

The following brief notes refer to Great Britain 
and. unless otherwise s ta ted, to the census of produc­
tion for 19S1. Reference should be made to the sep­
arate bookie t in this series en ti tled ’The Report on 
the Census of Production for 1951: Introductory 
Notes' (price Is.Gd. net) for particulars of the 
minor differences in the Nor thern Ireland censuses 
and o the r d etails abput th e censu s of - product!on . 
Trade classi fication: Es tabli shmen ts are classified to 
trades according to the na tu re o f th ei r ou tpu t. Certain 
products, called principal products, are identified as 
characteristic of the production of individual trades, 
the principal products for a given trade being of a 
similar nature or commonly associated in production. An 
establishment is classi fied to a trade if its output of 
principal products of that trade accounted for a grea­
ter proportion of the value 'of its output than did its 
ou tpu t o f prin ci pal produc ts of any o the r trade . 
The es tabl i shmen t: The ba sic uni t for the co 11 ec ti on 
of information is generally the establishment which 
in most cases comprises the whole of the premises 
under the same ownership or management at a parti­
cular address (e.g., a factory). 0ffices, ware- 
hou s es an d o th e r ancillary places of busin es s sit­
uated apart from the producing works are included 
in the return for the works/

Larger establishments and small firms: Larger es tab­
li shmen ts a re those which employed mo re than 10 per­
sons on the average during the year; small firms 
are those employing on the average 10 or* fewer, persons. 
Working proprietors are proprietors of businesses 
otiler than limited companies, and include members of 
thei r fami1i es who wo rk in the business withou t 
receiving fixed wages or salaries. . Any persons work­
ing less than half the no'rmal hours are excluded .■ 
Persons employed: Administrative employees include 
directors ather^fthan those paid by fee on Ly, managers. 
superintendents ^and works foremen; research, experi- 
men ta 1, developmen t, technica 1 and desi gn employees 
(other than operatives); draughtsmen and tracers; 
and . t ra ve J lers and office (including works office) 
employees. Operatives include all other classes of 
employees, -that is, broadly speaking, jcill manual 
wo rkers. ,

All these figures exclude canteen employees and 
persons engaged: in merchan ting o r any other ac ti vi ty 
not covered by a firm's return who are shown separa­
tely as excluded employees.

Figures fo r employees include only (persons on 
the. pay-roll (tha.t is- whose Na tional Insurance cards 
were held by the firm), whether full-time, Or part-, 
time employees.

: CXjtworkers, who are shown separately, are persons
employed by the firm who work on materials supplied 
by the firm, but do not work on the premises: opera­
tives directly employed who wbrk* out. of doors (e.g.. 
mg In t enan.ce wo rk e rs ): . and sub-contractors are not- 
included as outworkers.

Wages and salaries include all over time paymen ts / 
bonuses, and commissions, without any deduction, for 
income tax, insuranceXcon tributory pensions, etc.

Capital expenditure: Expenditure on plant, machinery 
and vehicles relates to expenditure charged to capital 
account during the year of return, including tran- 

i sport a'nd installation costs involved. Expenditure 
on new building work is similarly that charged to 
capital account during the year. •

Materials and fuel: The cost of materials and fuel pur­
chased includes all purchases during the year of mater- 

? iols for use in production and of fuel (including oil,
gas, and electricity for all purposes, including heat­
ing and lighting);., all packing materials..including 
the full cost of returnable containers wjien first 
purchased; workshop materials; office materials: water 
Charges; material's for repairs to firms' own build­
ings, plant and vehicles when carried out by

consumable tools and pa rts for machinery purchased as 
replacement.
