TEMPORARY HOUSES

The total number of temporary houses allocated to local authorities was 
124,455 and the programme was completed in December, 1948. In addition, 
515 temporary houses were allocated to Government Departments.

SERVICE CAMPS—TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION

In addition to accommodation already referred to, there were at 31st 
March, 1952, 37,274 families occupying accommodation in 1,612 camps 
redundant to the needs of the Services or Government Departments, which 
had been offered to local authorities for housing purposes and were considered 
suitable for those purposes. In the main these camps had been taken over 
by local authorities as part of their pool of housing accommodation or were 
being managed by them on behalf of the Ministry of Housing and Local 
Government.

Those family units of accommodation included in the number quoted above 
that are shown in the Summary on page 4, are at least up to the standard of 
the temporary accommodation already included in the Summary.

Accommodation for a further 185 families was occupied in 31 camps which 
are still required for Government purposes, or are unsuitable for housing, or 
are still subject to decision as to their future use.

Tables 7 and 8
Table 7 shows the numbers of sites at different stages from the initial stage 

of approval for housing to the stage when the site is available for construction 
of houses. Table 8 shows the number of houses at different stages towards 
completion beginning with the invitation of tenders.

In general a proposal to use a site for housing requires consideration from 
the point of view of regional and town planning, local transport facilities and 
so on. The site has then to be acquired, a layout agreed, and roads, sewers 
and other services provided. The actual construction of the houses themselves 
is the final process in the chain of production, which also, of course, comprises 
the fabrication of building materials and components ready for use.

The initial stages in the erection of houses such as the preparation of house 
plans, bills of quantities and the events leading to the acceptance of a tender 
are, in many cases, undertaken concurrently with the work of developing the 
sites.

USE OF EXISTING PREMISES SERVICE CAMPS—TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION

Apart from new building, additional family units of accommodation have 
also been provided by local authorities and by private builders under licence 
by the conversion or repair of existing premises.

Information relating to accommodation provided by private builders under 
licence became available for the first time in April, 1946. That in respect of 
the repair of unoccupied severely war-damaged dwellings may be incomplete 
for a few local authorities and the figures quoted are subject to adjustment.

In addition to accommodation already referred to, there were at 30th 
June, 1952, 37,100 families occupying accommodation in 1,599 camps 
redundant to the needs of the Services or Government Departments, which 
had been offered to local authorities for housing purposes and were considered 
suitable for those purposes. In the main these camps had been taken over 
by local authorities as part of their pool of housing accommodation or were 
being managed by them on behalf of the Ministry of Housing and Local 
Government.

Those family units of accommodation included in the number quoted above 
that are shown in the Summary on page 4, are at least up to the standard of 
the temporary accommodation already included in the Summary.

Accommodation for a further 172 families was occupied in 31 camps which 
are still required for Government purposes, or are unsuitable for housing, or 
are still subject to decision as to their future use.

Accommodation in camps remaining under the control of Service Depart­
ments has been provided for 225 families.

REQUISITIONED PROPERTIES

A total of 33,139 flats and houses of 12 rooms or less was released from 
occupation by the Services and Government Departments over the period 
1st May, 1945, to 30th June, 1952. Some of the dwellings on release were 
taken over by the local authorities.

The total number of requisitioned dwellings held by local authorities for 
residential purposes was 82,962 at the end of June; of these 55,986 were 
situated in the London Region.

Between 1st April, 1945, and 31st March, 1952, there was a net increase in 
unoccupied houses requisitioned by local authorities for residential purposes of 
16,120 and a net decrease of 1,086 in April-June, 1952.

HOUSING LABOUR FORCE

The following are estimates of the number of male operatives aged 16 and 
over employed on the construction of new permanent houses and the prepara­
tion of housing sites in England and Wales at the dates stated.

Table 7 shows the numbers of sites at different stages from the initial stage 
of approval for housing to the stage when the site is available for construction 
of houses. Table 8 shows the number of houses at different stages towards 
completion beginning with the invitation of tenders.

In general a proposal to use a site for housing requires consideration from 
the point of view of regional and town planning, local transport facilities and 
so on. The site has then to be acquired, a layout agreed, and roads, sewers 
and other services provided. The actual construction of the houses themselves 
is the final process in the chain of production, which also, of course, comprises 
the fabrication of building materials and components ready for use.

The initial stages in the erection of houses such as the preparation of house 
plans, bills of quantities and the events leading to the acceptance of a tender 
are, in many cases, undertaken concurrently with the work of developing the 
sites.
