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This annual volume contains detailed analyses of the’ 
statistics of life and death already presented in Parts I and 
II of the Review which are designed to assist, in their 
administration or research, demographers, statisticians, 
medical research organisations, public health authorities, 
and all other individuals and organisations who have to 
take account of the vital statistics of England and Wales/

A feature of the volume for 1961, published recently, is 
comment on the first full year’s information on causes of 
stillbirth which doctors and midwives have been providing 
since 1st October 1960. This new information, which has 
been analysed by cause, .sex and number, and in relation 
to such factors a,s length of gestation, birth weight and 
place of confinement, should prove of special interest to 
all those engaged in the struggle to reduce the incidence 
of stillbirth in this country.

Also of particular interest in the Commentary for 1961 is 
a survey of suicide over the past 60 years.

3. Deaths
The deaths recorded in this volume are those registered in England and Wales. 

No distinction is made between deaths of civilians and deaths of non-civihans, except 
where stated for past years in serial tables.

Excent in Tables 16 and 22 the deaths recorded are those registered in the calendar 
neriod Pthe time lag between the date of occurrence and the date of registration being 
Slv cSyTday or two. In Tables 16 and 22 deaths are classified by calendar month 
of'occurrence, but they exclude deaths occurring m the current year which are not 
registered until after 31st March in the following year.

Tn all tables deaths are classified according to the area of usual residence of the 
d^ased ^Accommodation provided under Parts III and IV of the National Assistance 
Act 1948 is regarded as the place of residence of persons dying there. B®f°^e 
1st January 1958 chronic sick and psychiatric hospitals were similarly- treated for 
this nuroose but from that date the method of classification was modified, the mam 
change being that a death in such a hospital is now assigned to the area of occurrence 
onlv if the deceased had been there six months or more. If the deceased had been there 
MTsSSs to death is transferred to the area of prevtous usual restdence.

In some small areas the number of deaths may also have been appreciabiy affected 
by the opening, closing or change of use of certain institutions, so that figures may 
be comparable with those of earlier years.

The crude birth rates for local areas in Table 13 (col. 6) may not be comparable 
one with another. In the first place, the populations on which they are based may 
contain different relative numbers of women of childbearing ages. In order to eliminate 
differences between local birth rates due to this cause an Area Comparability Factor 
is calculated (as described on page 30 of the 1954 Statistical Review, Part III, 
Commentary*).

In the second place, the crude birth rates for local areas may differ because dis­
proportionate numbers of women of childbearing ages are in psychiatric hospitals for 
long periods, where they are not, in fact, ‘exposed to risk ’ of childbearing. In order to 
eliminate differences between local birth rates due to this cause also, the Area Com­
parability Factors mentioned in the previous paragraph are adjusted so that they also 
spread the numbers of women of childbearing ages in psychiatric hospitals over all 
areas of the country in proportion to the non-institutional populations.

The product of the crude birth rate and this adjusted Area Comparability Factor 
(col. 7 in Table 13) is a rate which is standardised for sex and age structure—in particular 
for the relative numbers of women of childbearing ages—and, at the same time, makes 
allowance for the presence in or absence from the area of psychiatric hospitals with 
female patients of childbearing ages.

8. Notification of infectious diseases
Tables 29, 30 and 31 are based on notifications corrected for subsequent amendments 

of diagnosis by the notifying medical practitioner or by the medical superintendent 
of the infectious diseases hospital. Non-civilians are included unless otherwise stated.

Numbers
If d represents the deaths in an area and p the population in that area then, if dip is 

small, the standard error (s.e.) of d is approximately VJ assuming that the deaths are 
independent of one another. Clearly, the larger the number of deaths the smaller will 
be the proportionate variability. A deviation either way of twice the s.e. may be 
expected about once in 20 times. Using this criterion one might expect towns each 
averaging 20 deaths per year to yield in the same year numbers ranging between 11 
and 29 without such differences having any statistical significance. Alternatively it 
could be said that if 20 deaths were recorded for a town, this number would have a 
95 per cent confidence interval of approximately ± 9, there being a 95 per cent chance 
that the underlying mortality is represented by a number of deaths within this interval.

If d is thought to be an extreme variation it would be more reliable to use as the 
standard error not Vrf but y/d' where is the number of deaths expected if some 
standard rate (e.g. the national rate) were applied.

9. Changes in boundaries
Areas which have undergone a change of boundary on 1st April are identified in 

Table 13 by an asterisk (*);  areas created during the year are identified by the sign t, 
while areas abolished are indicated by the sign {. Statistics shown for the year for 
such an area relate to the area as constituted in the respective parts of the year before 
and after the boundary change; in consequence the base population used in Table 13 
for the calculation of birth and death rates, which must be a weighted average of the 
populations for these two parts of the year, may differ from Table 2 which relates to 
the area as constituted q/ier the boundary change. An appendix showing details of 
changes in boundaries is published in Part II.

10. Indication of reliability
Rates given as 0 indicate that the actual rate is less than one half of a unit. A dash 

(—) in any column indicates that there were no events. Where a cell has been left blank 
no denominator is available.

Rates based upon less than 20 births, deaths of notifications are distinguished by 
italic type' as a warning to the user that the smallness of the experiences may affect 
their reliability as a measure of the underlying mortality;

APPENDIX B

Abridged life table, 1962, England and Wales

Apart from its use as a basis for calculations of probabilities of death or survival, the life table 
represents one useful way of providing summary indices of mortality free from peculiarities in the 
sex arid age structure of the population. These summary indices, whether it be the number surviving 
out of a specified number of births or the expectation-of life beyond a specified age, are sex and age 
Standardised. They summarise the individual age death rates for each sex. For this particular 
purpose the following life table has been constructed from the mortality experience of 1962. Though 
the functions are summary indices of the mortality of a particular year they will by the Same token be 
sensitive to fluctuations in mortality from one year to another as a result of changes in the weather 
conditions, irregular incidence of epidemics, etc., and they are not reliable as a basis for calculations 
of the probability of survival over a period of years. Life table functions for use in such computations 
should be representative of the current level of mortality and should therefore be based on more 
than one year’s experience. For this latter purpose another life table has been constructed based on 
the three years 1960 to 1962, a larger body of data more representative of the general, mortality of 
recent years; this has been published in the Registrar General's Quarterly Return for the June 
Quarter 1963, No. 458 and will be published in Part III of the Statistical Review for 1962.
