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DEATHS IN WORKHOUSES, HOSPITALS, 
LUNATIC AND IDIOT ASYLUMS.

1900.

The following table shows the numbers of deaths (Persons, Males, and 
Females) registered during 1900 in Workhouses, Hospitals, Lunatic Asylums, 
and Idiot Asylums of England and Wales. These figures afford the means 
of correcting the mortality of districts and sub-districts in which these 
institutions are situated. The table includes 2291 institutions; of these 763 
are Workhouses, Workhouse Infirmaries, or Workhouse Schools ; 1405 are 
Hospitals or Infirmaries; and 123 are Lunatic Asylums. The Lunatic 
Asylums ’ comprise County and Borough Asylums, Lunatic Hospitals, and 
Idiot Asylums. In these 2291 institutions 85,722 deaths were registered 
during the year, or 14’6 per cent, of the total deaths in England and 
Wales, against 13’6 and 14’1 per cent, in the two preceding years; 47,029 
occurred in Workhouses, 29,849 in Hospitals, and 8844 in Lunatic 
Asylums. The proportion to total deaths was 8’00 per cent, in Workhouses, 
5’08 in Hospitals, and 1’50 in Lunatic Asylums. The proportion of deaths 
recorded in Workhouses, which had been 7’2.8 and 7’72 per cent, in 1898 and 
JL899 respectively, was 8’00 per cent, in 1900.

In consequence of numerous alterations in districts since the numerical 
arrangement, 1 to 623, was adopted in the Abstracts for the year 1847, the 
districts were re-numbered consecutively from 1 to1 630 in the Abstracts for 
the year 1881. Since that date the district of Woburn (174) has been dissolved 
and six new Registration Districts have been formed, the District of Kensington 
having been divided into Paddington (la) and Kensington (1ft), the District 
of Caistor into Grimsby (424a) and Caistor (424ft), the District of Glossop into 
Glossop (442a) and Hayfield (442ft), the District of Bradford into Bradford (497a) 
and North Bierley (497ft), the District of Stockton into Stockton (543a) and 
Sedgefield (543ft), and the District of Anglesey into Anglesey (630) and 
Holyhead (631).
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In this arrangement the principle is adopted of placing the Sub-Districts (or Registrars’ Districts) having 

compound names in alphabetical order according to the initial letter of the word spoken first locally; thus, 
East Grinstead will be found under the letter E, and not as “ Grinstead, East ”; St. James under the 
letter S, and not as “ James, St.” The number against each Sub-District, in the third column, refers to its 
numerical place in the Tables of Abstracts; thus Abbey Holme (573; 2) is the 2nd Sub-District of 
Wigton District (No 573).
