Home population - the population, of all types, actually in England and Wales, 
distributed by area according to residence.

■Except in Tables 16 and 22 the deaths recorded are those registered in the calendar 
period, the time lag between the date of occurrence and the date of registration being 
usually only a day or two. ip Tables 16 and 22 deaths are classified by calendar month of 
occurrence, but they exclude deaths occurring in the current year which are not registered 
until after 31st March In the following year.

tin general deaths ape assigned to the area of usual residence of the deceased if this is 
within England or Wales; if not, to the area of occurrence. Accommodation provided under 
Parts III and TV of the National Assistance Act, 1948, is regarded as the place of 
residence of persons dying there:;. Before 1st January 1958 chronic sick and psychiatric 
hospitals were similarly treated for this purpose but from this date the method of 
classification was modified, the main change being that a death tn such a hospital is now 
assigned to the area of occurrence only if the deceased had been there six months or more. 
If the deceased had been there less than six months the death is transferred to the area 
of previous usual residence.

In some small areas, the number of deaths may also have been appreciably affected by the 
opening, closing or change of use of certain institutions, so that figures may not be 
comparable with those of earlier years.

4. Causes of death

■The classification of causes of death is that prescribed in the International 
Statistical Classification of Diseases, Injuries, and Gauses of Death, 1955*  ('Seventh 
Revision) operating from the year 1958 in accordance with international agreement. In the 
tMfcles this classification is referred to as ICD. Violent deaths are generally, classified 
according to the External Cause of Injury (E codes)', but the alternative method of 
classification by Nature of Injury (N codes) is also used in Tables 7, 8, 17, 17A, 18C, 
18D, 19 and 27. The Abridged List used for separate areas in Table 21 is an adaption of 
tge International List and was adopted by the Registrar General in consultation with the 
Mhistry of Health; it is extended by the Supplementary Abridged List in the same table. 
The list used in Table 19 is designed so that it can be condensed into either the 
International Abbreviated List or the Abridged List of Table 21. Tables 18C and 18D 
employ both of-the alternative classifications for violent deaths in the International 
Intermediate List.
