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DEATHS IN WORKHOUSES, HOSPITALS, 
LUNATIC ASYLUMS, AND IDIOT ASYLUMS.

1901.

The following table shows the numbers of deaths (persons, males, and 
females) registered during 1901 in Workhouses, Hospitals,. Lunatic Asylums, 
and Idiot Asylums of England and Wales. These figures afford the means 
of correcting the mortality of the districts and sub-districts in which these 
institutions are situated. The table includes 2385 institutions; of these 787 
are Workhouses, Workhouse Infirmaries, or Workhouse Schools 1473 are 
Hospitals or Infirmaries; and 125 are Lunatic Asylums. The Lunatic 
Asylums comprise County and Borough Asylums, Lunatic Hospitals, and 
Idiot Asylums. In these 2385 institutions 83,481 deaths were registered 
during the year, or 15’1 per cent, of the total deaths in England and 
Wales, against 14’1 and 14’6 per cent, in the two preceding years; 44,414 
occurred in Workhouses, 30,559 in Hospitals, and 8508 in Lunatic 
Asylums. The proportion to total deaths was 8’05 per cent, in Workhouses, 
5-54 in Hospitals, and 1’54 in Lunatic Asylums. The proportion of deaths 
recorded in Workhouses, which had been 7’72 and 8’00 per cent, in 1899 and 

1900 respectively, was 8’05 per cent, in 1901.

Information relating to the deaths recorded in many Private Lunatic Asylums, 
and in a few other institutions, will be found in the notes to the table.
