TEMPORARY HOUSES

The total number of temporary houses allocated to local authorities was 
124,455 and the programme was completed in December, 1948. In addition, 
515 temporary houses were allocated to Government Departments. This 
programme was completed in January, 1949.

REQUISITIONED PROPERTIES

A total of 33,412 flats and houses of 12 rooms or less was released from 
occupation by the Services and Government Departments over the period 
1st May, 1945, to 31st March, 1954. Some of the dwellings on release 
were taken over by the local authorities.

The total number of requisitioned dwellings held by local authorities for 
residential purposes was 69,001 at the end of March; of these 51,570 were 
situated in the London Region.

Between 1st January, 1948, and 31st December, 1953, there has been a net 
decrease in unoccupied houses requisitioned by local authorities for residential 
purposes of 24,198, and a net decrease in the period January to March, 1954, 
of 2,504.

SERVICE CAMPS -TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION

In addition to accommodation already referred to, there were at 31st 
March, 1954, 29,258 families occupying accommodation in 1,325 camps 
redundant to the needs of the Services or Government Departments, which had 
been offered to local authorities for housing purposes and were considered 
suitable for those purposes. In the main these camps had been taken over by 
local authorities as part of their pool of housing accommodation or were being 
managed by them on behalf of the Ministry of Housing and Local Government.

Those family units of accommodation included in the number quoted above 
that are shown in the Summary on page 4, are at least up to the standard of 
the temporary accommodation already included in the Summary.

Accommodation for a further 79 families was occupied in 21 camps which 
are still required for Government purposes, or are unsuitable for housing, or 
are still subject to decision as to their future use.

The total number of temporary houses allocated to local authorities was 
124,455 and the programme was completed in December, 1948. In addition, 
515 temporary houses were allocated to Government Departments. This 
programme was completed in January, 1949.

REQUISITIONED PROPERTIES

A total of 33,422 flats and houses of 12 rooms or less was released from 
occupation by the Services and Government Departments over the period 
1st May, 1945, to 30th June, 1954. Some of the dwellings on release were 
taken over by the local authorities.

The total number of requisitioned dwellings held by local authorities for 
residential purposes was 66,479 at the end of June; of these 50,602 were 
situated in the London Region.

Between 1st January, 1948, and 31st March, 1954, there has been a net
