The following Table shows the numbers of deaths (Persons, Males, and 
Females) registered during 1897 in Workhouses, Hospitals, Lunatic Asylums,' 

and Idiot Asylums of England. These figures afford the means of correcting 
the mortality of districts and, sub-districts in which these Institutions are 
situated.’ The Table includes 2130 Institutions; of these 772 are Workhouses, 
Woikhouse Infirmaries, or Workhouse Schools ; 1244 Hospitals or Infirmaries ; 
and 114 Lunatic Asylums. The Lunatic Asylums comprise County and Borough. 
Asylums, Lunatic Hospitals, and Idiot Asylums. The Hospital^ and Imbecile, 
Asylums of the Metropolitan Asylums’ Board are classed in the Table as Work­

houses. In these 2130 Institutions 71,906 deaths were registered during the 
year, or' 13'3 per cent, of the total deaths in England and Wales, against S2W 

and 13'0 per cent, in the two preceding years; 40,895 occurred in Workhouses, 
23,836 in Hospitals, and 7175 in Lunatic Asylums. The proportion to total, 
deaths was 7*55 per cent, in Workhouses, 4'40 in Hospitals, and 1*33 in Lunatic. 
Asylums. The proportion of deaths recorded in Workhouses, which had been 
7-28 and 7’25 per cent, in 1895 and 1896’respectively, was 7*55 per cent, in 1897..
