Sir,
I have the honour to submit to you the following Report on 

the estimated population, and on the marriages; births, and deaths 
Registered during the year 1903.

Population.

The population of England and Wales, enumerated at the end 
of March, 1901, consisted of 32,527,843 persons. From that date 
until the middle of 1903 the number of births exceeded the number 
of deaths by 912,777, Had neither emigration nor immigration 
occurred this surplus would have raised the population in the 
middle of the year to 33,440,620. In the absence of precise 
information on this point, the populations in the Annual Reports 
are provisionally estimated on the assumption that the rate of 
increase which had prevailed in the last completed intercensal 
period has since been maintained.

Estimated in this way the population of England and Wales in 
the middle of the year 1903 amounted to 33,37s,33s persons, of 
whom 16,133,344 were males and 17,244,994 were females. This 
population has been distributed among the counties after making 
due allowance for their several rates of increase in the intercensal 
period. For the purpose of the present calculation the intermediate 
London Census has been left out of account.

Marriages;

The marriages during the year 1903 numbered 261,103, corre­
sponding to a rate of 15'6 persons married, per 1000 of the 
population at all ages ; this is the lowest rate recorded since
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the yeai 1895, when the proportion of persons married was 
°nly 15 0 per 1000 of the population. The mean rate in the ten 
years-1893-1902 was 15-7 (see Table 3). Among registration 
counties with populations exceeding 100,000 persons the lowest 
marriage rates in proportion to the total population at all ages were 
12 *7  per 1000 m Herefordshire, 13-5 in Cornwall and in Shrop­
shire, 13-7 in Somersetshire, 13-8 in Hertfordshire, and 13-9 in 
Essex ; the highest were 16-4 in Glamorganshire arid in Carmar- 
tnenshne, 16 • 7 in Warwickshire and in Monmouthshire, 17'1 in 
Nottinghamshire, and 17-5 in London (Table ±0).

As stated in the previous Annual Report, it is manifest that the 
total population is. not a satisfactory standard by which to measure 
the rate of marriage ; a better standard is obtained by elimi- 
na ing the mairied persons from the population and by calculating 
the rates on the unmarried and widowed portion of the population 
aged 15 years and upwards, and so dealing with only that section 
ot the people in which marriages take place.

The results of calculating rates by the two methods, severally,

It should be observed that estimates of population become less 
trustworthy as the interval of time from the preceding, census 
increases, and that, therefore, marriage-rates based upon estimates 
of the unmarried and widowed portion of the population aged 15 
years and upwards, for years near the middle of an interceusal 
period, might be misleading.

For this reason the above calculations have been limited to 
census years, or years in close proximity to a census. It will be 
®ee1^ that the two methods used for calculating the marriage-rate 
lead to very different conclusions, for while the proportions’ of 
marriages to total population at the . successive census periods have,' 
except tn1903, shown a progressive increase,-on the other hafid'-

Aotes—The last-two columns of the table may be read thus :-If marriages be reckoned in relation 
to the total populatioii unmarried, married,' and widowed at all ages, the same number of such 
population that would produce 100 marriages on .the average in England and Wales as a whol^, 
Would produce uz marriages in London. If, bn the other hand!, marriages be reckoned, m relation 
to the unmarried and widowed, portion of the population at ages over 15 years, the number of such 
population that would produce 100 marriages in England and Wales as a whole would produce 
only 103 marriages in London.
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the proportions to the unmarried and widowed population aged 15 
years and upwards have shown a progressive decrease. There can 
be no doubt that the changes in the marriage-rate are mis­
represented by the former, but are shown with approximate 
accuracy by the latter method.

For the variations from 1854 to 1903 in the proportions of 
persons married to 1000 of the population at all ages, estimated 
to be living in each year, see Table 3.

Table A on p. vii shows for the registration counties of England 
and Wales the marriage-rates calculated by each of the above 
methods, together with a proportional marriage figure for each 
county.

Certified Places of Worship.—The number of buildings certified 
in the course of the year 1903 for religious worship and recorded 
in the official register under the provisions of the Acts 15 & 16 Viet, 
c. 36 and 18 & 19 Viet. c. 81 was 717, while 450 buildings were 
removed from the register on proof of disuse ; the total number 
on the register at the end of the year was 25,426.

Buildings Registered for the Solemnisation of Marriages.—At the 
end of the yeai' 1903 there were 15,496 churches or chapels of 
the Established Church in which marriages may be solemnised, 
showing an increase of 54 upon the number at the end of the 
previous year. There were also 13,785 buildings registered for 
the solemnisation of marriages by rites other than those of the 
Established Church, showing an increase of 346 upon the number 
on the register at the end of the previous year. (Table 6.)

At the end of the year the governing bodies of 1,894 out of 
the 13,785 registered buildings had availed themselves of the 
Marriage Act (1898), which provides that, under specified conditions, 
marriages may be solemnised in registered buildings by certain 
duly authorised persons without the attendance of a Registrar of 
marriages. The denominations to which these buildings belong

The 1,894 registered buildings which had been supplied with 
Marriage Register Books before the end of 1903 were distributed 
among 446 registration districts. There remained 190 registration 
districts within which no registered building had been brought 
under the operation of the Act.
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Forms ofMarriage.—M the 261,103 marriages in England and 
Wales during the year 1903, 170,044, or 651 per 1000, were 
solemnised according to the rites of the Established Church, and 
91,059, or 349 per 1000, were contracted otherwise. This proportion 
of Church marriages is the lowest on record, the decrease of 10 per 
1000 since the previous year being balanced by an increase of 3 per 
1000 in the proportion of Nonconformist marriages solemnised in 
registered buildings and of 7 per 1000 in the proportion of civil 
marriages that took place in Superintendent Registrars’ offices. 
The proportion of Roman Catholic marriages was the same as in 
1902, while the proportion of Jewish marriages, which had steadily 
increased for many years, showed a slight decrease in the year 
under notice. (Table 7.)

Marriages in registered buildings belonging to the various 
Nonconformist bodies amounted to 130 per 1000 of the total 
marriages, against 127 per 1000 in the previous year. This pro­
portion was made up of 102 per 1000 that were contracted in the * 
presence of Registrars (against 101 in 1901), and of 28 per 1000 
that were solemnised by “ Authorised Persons ” under the pro­
visions of the Marriage Act of 1898 (against 26 in 1902).

The highest proportions of marriages solemnised according to 
the rites of the Established Church in registration counties with 
populations exceeding 100,000 persons were 806 per 1000 in 
Hertfordshire, 79b in Buckinghamshire, 780 in Suffolk, 778 in 
Oxfordshire, 767 in Cambridgeshire, 753 in Sussex,'752 in Norfolk, 
and 751 in Worcestershire. The highest proportions of Non­
conformist marriages were 340 per 1000 in Denbighshire and 
Carmarthenshire, 327 in Carnarvonshire, 325 in Cornwall, 253 in 
Monmouthshire, 218 in Glamorganshire, 184 in Derbyshire, and 
172 in Wiltshire and in Cheshire. The highest proportions of 
Nonconformist marriages before “ Authorised Persons ” were 65 
per 1000 of all the marriages in Lincolnshire, 57 in Cheshire, 54 
in the West Riding of Yorkshire, and 49 in Cornwall and in 
Derbyshire. The total proportions of Nonconformist marriages in 
these counties ranged from 159 to 325 per 1000. In 25 counties- 
the proportions of marriages before authorised persons were less 
than 20 per 1000 of the total marriages.

As in previous years, a large majority of the Jewish marriages 
took place in London, 64 per cent, of them being registered in a 
group of three registration districts—London City, Whitechapel, 
and Mile End Old Town—in the central and eastern parts of the 
county. The proportion of such marriages to all the marriages 
in London was 34*4  per 1000, the highest proportions in other 
counties being 7'1 in Lancashire, 4'9 in the East Riding of York­
shire, and 47 in the West Riding. (Table 8.)

First Marriages; Re-marriages.—Of the 261,103 hien who 
married during the year, 238,168, or 912 per 1000, were bachelors, 
and 22,935, or 88 per 1000, were widowers. Of the 261,103 women 
who married, 243,926, or 934 per 1000, were spinsters, and 17,177, 
or 66 per 1000, were widows. In the year under notice the 
proportions of re-marriages., which with slight fluctuations had
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been steadily declining for many years, both for. widowers and 
widows, were the lowest on record.

The following table gives a general view of the changes in 'the 
proportions of first marriages arid re-marriages since the year

It will be observed from the above statement that the pro­
portions of widowed persons who re-married show a continuous 
decrease in the five quinquennial periods 1876-1900 • the fall 
which was interrupted in the years 1900 and 1901, probably 
owing to the large number of unmarried men absent in South 
Africa, has continued in the years 1902 and 1903.

The subjoined Table shows the annual marriage-rates of both 
bachelors and widowers, and both spinsters and widows, calculated 
on those sections of the population aged 15 years and upwards :—

This calculation shows that the decrease in the marriage-rate 
has affected not only bachelors and widowers; but also spinsters 
and widows. The decrease has, however, been considerably 
greater among widowers and widows than among the unmarried 
of either sex.

Of the 5.22,206 persons who married in the course of the year 1903, 
5.2,2 are . described in the marriage register as having been pre­
viously divorced.*  The corresponding numbers in the three years 
1900-1902 had been 39b, 416, and 479. Of the 5 22 divorced persons 
who re-married in 1903,273 were men, of whom 223 married: spinsters 
and 36 married widows ; and 249 were women, of whom 198 
married bachelors and 3.7 married widowers. In 14 cases divorced 
men married divorced women.

Ages at Marriage.—Among the persons who married in 1903, 
46 per' 1000 of the husbands and 152 per 1000 of the wives were 
minors. These are the lowest proportions of minors that have 
been recorded since 1848 for men and since 1850 for women. The 
following table shows the decline in the proportions of marriages 
under age during recent years;:—

Among registration counties with populations exceeding 106,000 
persons the lowest proportions per 1000 of husbands under age 
at marriage were 14 in Carnarvonshire, 21 in Herefordshire, 24 in 
Hampshire, and 27 in Shropshire and in Denbighshire , the highest 
Were 60 in Northamptonshire and in Derbyshire, 68 in Bedford*  
shire, 71 in Staffordshire, and 80 in Nottinghamshire. The lowest 
proportions of wives under age were 66 in Carnarvonshire, 84 in

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Herefordshire, 99 in Somersetshire, ioi in Denbighshire, 10$ in 
Carmarthenshire, in in Gloucestershire, and 112 in Oxfordshiie ; 
the highest were 190 in Glamorganshire, 193 in Staffordshiie, 
208 in Derbyshire, 223 in Monmouthshire, 227 in Nottinghamshire, 
and 234 in Durham.

Among the 522,206 persons who married in 1903, 2,707, or
1-04  per cent., of the husbands, and 3,006, or 1'15 per cent., of 
the wives, failed to make definite statements of age in the marriage 
register. The proportions of unstated ages which, except in the 
year 1902, had shown a continuous fall, were in the year 1903 the 
lowest on record.

Of the 51,681 minors who married, all but 13, or 1 in 3,975, stated 
their ages. Among adults, ro8 per cent, of the husbands and 1'35 
pei*  cent, of the wives were indefinitely described as of “ full age. 
It has been noted in several previous reports that unstated ages are 
more frequent in re-marriages than in first marriages and most 
frequent of all in re-marriages of widowers. This is further con­
firmed by the figures for 1903. The proportions of unstated ages 
in 1903 are lower than those in 1902 in all groups and in both sexes, 
except in marriages between widowers and spinsters.

For purposes of comparison the figures for 1902 and i9°3 are 
placed side by side in the following table :—

Mean Ages at Marriage.—It has been stated in previous reports 
that as recently as the year 1881 precise statements of age were 
made in only about five-sixths of the marriages. Since it could not 
be assumed as probable that the persons who refused to state their
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ages were of about the same ages as those who were willing to 
state them, the mean ages at marriage deduced from such imperfect 
data could be regarded as only rough approximations to the true 
mean ages of all who married. As the proportion of stated ages 
has increased the approximation has, however, been brought closer. 
In the case of marriages between bachelors and spinsters the 
difference between the means of the recorded ages and the means 
of all the ages both of husbands and wives, cannot now possibly 
exceed a small fraction of a year. In cases, however, in which one 
or both of the parties have been previously married the greater 
proportion of unstated ages leaves room for a much greater possible 
error. Table B shows the mean recorded ages for 1902 and 
1903 together with figures which indicate roughly the degree 
of approximation that may be attributed to these mean ages. 
Subject to correction on account of any differences between the 
recorded and the unrecorded ages, the figures for 1903 show a 
further small increase in the mean ages in bachelor-spinster, in 
bachelor-widow, and in widower-spinster marriages • on the other 
hand in widower-widow marriages the mean age of husbands 
decreased while that of wives increased. '

In. continuation of tables in recent reports the age-constitution 
of-the persons who married in 1903 ’s shown in the following 
table (p. xiv).

Signatures in Marriage Register.—The records of the ability or 
inability of persons to sign the marriage register afford an indirect 
means of judging of the progress of elementary education in 
England and Wales.

In the year 1853 no fewer than 304 out of every 1000 men, and 
439 out of every 1000 women, who married signed the marriage 
register by mark. Since that date the proportions of illiterate 
persons of both sexes have diminished almost continuously, until 
in the year 1903 only 19 out of 1000 bridegrooms, and 23 out of 
1000 brides, failed to sign their names. The progressive decrease 
in the proportions of illiterates since the period 1876-80 is shown 
in the following table :—

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Taking England and Wales as a whole the number of illiterate 
women who married during the year is greater than the number 
of illiterate men.

In the year under notice, of the total number of illiterates 55 per 
cent, were women and 45 per cent, were men. It is of interest to 
note, as regards the topographical distribution of illiteracy, that, 
while the number of illiterate females is generally greater than the 
number of illiterate males in industrial and mining counties, the 
reverse appears to be the case in the agricultural counties.

The case of London is exceptional. In the year under notice 
the number of husbands who signed the marriage register by mark 
averaged 22 and the number of wives averaged 31 per 1000 
marriages. Illiteracy is not, however, common to all parts of 
London; it is practically confined to a group of five registration 
districts—London City, Bethnal Green, Whitechapel, St. George- 
in-the-East, and Mile End Old Town. Three of these districts 
have already been named as those in which the bulk of the Jewish 
marriages in England and Wales take place.

If these districts be excluded, the proportions of illiteracy in 
London will be reduced to 9 signatures by mark of husbands and 
12 of wives in every 1000 marriages. In the following table all the 
five districts are compared with the remainder of London

Nearly all the signatures by mark in London City and in Mile 
End Old Town occurred in marriages of foreign Jews. In White­
chapel and St. George-in-the-East Jewish marriages showed very 
large proportions of signatures by mark, but the proportions of 
such signatures among persons married according to the rites of 
the Established Church, were also excessive. The apparent dis­
crepancy between the large proportion of Jewish marriages in
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Mile End Old Town and the comparatively small proportion of 
foreigners resident in the district is due to the fact that many of 
the marriages are those of Jews resident in St. George-in-the-East, 
Whitechapel, Bethnal Green, and other districts.

Births.

During the year 1903 the births of 948,271 infants were 
registered. In proportion to the total population of both sexes 
and all ages, these births were equal to a rate of 28*4  per 1000. 
The birth-rate in 1903, calculated in this way, was o-i below 
that in 1902, and was ro per 1000 below the average in the ten 
years 1893-1902.

In the year 1895 the birth-rate was 30’3, and showed an increase 
on the rate in the previous year. Since that date, however, the 
birth-rate has gradually decreased, the rate in the year 1903 being 
the lowest on record. (Table 3.)

Among registration counties with populations exceeding 100,000 
persons, the lowest birth-rates per 1000 during the year under 
notice were 21’9 in Sussex, 22'6 in Cornwall, 22'9 in Devonshire 
and in Oxfordshire, 23'0 in Bedfordshire, and 23-4 in Somerset­
shire ; the highest rates were 31-9 in Nottinghamshire, 32-2 in 
Northumberland, 32'6 in Staffordshire, 35-2 Monmouthshire and 
in Glamorganshire, and 35-5 in Durham. (Table 11.)

S&r._The births of males numbered 482,229, and the births of 
females 466,042. The male births were therefore to the female 
births in the proportion of 1035 to 1000; the average proportion 
in the preceding decennium having been 1036 to 1000. In 
registration counties with populations exceeding 100,000 persons, 
the lowest proportions of male to 1000 female births were 968 in 
Carmarthenshire, 1005 in Dorsetshire, 1010 in Derbyshire, 1020 in 
Norfolk and in Herefordshire, and 1021 in Leicestershire, in 
Nottinghamshire and in Northumberland ; and the highest pro­
portions were 1059 in Suffolk and in Wiltshire, 1068 in Cornwall, 
1072 in the North Riding of Yorkshire, 1083 in Bedfordshire and 
in Cambridgeshire, and 1094 in Carnarvonshire. (Table 11.)

Illegitimate Births.—During the year 1903 the number of infants 
registered as having been born out of wedlock was 37,302 ; they 
were in the proportion of 39 per 1000 births, the average proportion 
in the ten years immediately preceding having been 41 per 1000. 
Among registration counties, with populations exceeding 100,000 
persons, the lowest proportions of illegitimate to total births were 
24 per 1060 in Monmouthshire, 27 in Essex and in Glamorgan­
shire, 29 in Middlesex, and 31 in Warwickshire; the highest 
proportions were 55 per 1000 in Lincolnshire, 59 in Carnarvon­
shire, 6.1 in Cumberland, 64 in Norfolk and in Shropshire, and 65 
in Herefordshire. (Table 11.)

The total population is not, however, the most satisfactory 
standard by which to measure the birth-rate, because it does not 
take account of the age constitution of the population, and par­
ticularly the age constitution of the female population of conceptive 
age. For instance, the proportion of women aged 15-45 to the 
total population in England and Wales, which was 23-1 per 
cent, in 1871 and in 1881, rose to 23'8 per cent, in 1891, and further 
increased to 25'0 per cent, in 1901 ; if, therefore, the average 
fecundity of the female population at these ages had remained 
constant the birth-rate in proportion to total population would have 
increased during the past 30 years by nearly 2 per cent.; stated in 
another way had the ratio of births to the female population of 
conceptive ages been identical in 1871 and in 1903, the births 
registered in the latter year would have amounted to upwards of one 
and a quarter millions instead of the 948,271 actually recorded.

On the other hand, in the period under review, the female popu­
lation aged 15-45 years contained a constantly decreasing propor­
tion of married women ; further, among these married women the 
proportion of those at ages under 25 years has continuously 
decreased. Thus, of the total number of married women (15-45 
years) the proportion of those aged 15-25 years was 15’2 per cent, 
in 1871, 14'8 per cent, in 1881, 13-7 per cent, in 1891, and as low 
as i2’4 per cent, in 1901.

In view of these facts it is evident that a preferable method by 
which to measure the birth-rate is to calculate the proportion of 
births per 1000 women of conceptive age.

If this method be adopted it is desirable to carry the analysis 
further and to ascertain also the proportion of legitimate births per 
1000 married women and the proportion of illegitimate births per 
1000 unmarried and widowed women of conceptive age. The 
rates resulting from these calculations are as follows :—

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This statement proves that the true decrease in the birth-rate is 
not adequately shown by a comparison of the rates calculated on 
the total population, faking into consideration the very con­
siderable changes in the sex and age constitution of the population 
in the peiiod under review, it is obvious that the comparison of 
biith-rates calculated by this method fails to give a true measure 
of the amount of the decrease that has actually occurred. The 
disturbing factor of changing constitution of the population is 
mainly, though not entirely, eliminated by calculating the propor­
tion of births to the number of women living at childbearings ages; 
This method of measuring the birth-rate shows the amount of the 
deci ease to be far greater than is shown by the rates based on the 
total population.

As already stated in the section of this report dealing with 
marriage-rates, all estimates of population are liable to an increasing 
amount of error, as .the interval from the Census year increases ; it 
is probable, therefore, that birth-rates based upon the estimated 
number of women of conceptive age would become misleading 
after a certain lapse of time from the date of any particular Census. 
The above calculations have, therefore, also been limited to Census 
years, or to years in close proximity to the Census.

Deaths.

The deaths registered in England and Wales during the year 
1903 numbered 514,628, and were in the proportion of 15’4 per 1000 
persons living.

This is the lowest rate attained hitherto, the next lowest being 
16-2, the rate recorded in 1902, the year immediately preceding. 
In each year since the opening of the current century the rate 
has been below 17 pel 1000 ; in no previous triennial period 
since the establishment of civil registration has the rate been so 
low as this.

Tables were inserted in my last two Annual Reports showing 
for England and Wales during a series of years the rates of 
mortality that would have been recorded had the age and sex 
constitution of the population throughout that period been the 
same as in the recent Census year. Similar tables appear in the 
present report. The crude rates in Tables 3 and 4 may profitably 
be contrasted with the corresponding corrected rates in Tables 12 
to 15.

In both of my previous reports attention was drawn to the 
disturbing effect on the county populations of varying age con­
stitution of population. In Table 11 of the present report the 
crude death-rates are shown for each of the Registration Counties 
of England and Wales, and in Tables 16 and 17 the corrected rates 
are given for males and females. In Table C. on p. xx both 
sets of rates are collated, but the data' in that table relate to 
persons only, without distinction of sex.

If we take the crude rates of mortality as criteria, there were 
20 Counties, with an aggregate estimated population of over eight 
and a half millions, in which a death-rate of less than 14. per 1000 
was recorded ; if, however, the corrected rates of mortality be taken 
the number of Counties with death-rates of less than 14 per 1000 
is increased to 32, containing an estimated population exceeding 
twelve and a quarter millions.

Sex.—The 5.14,628 deaths registered in the year under notice 
included 266,290 of males and 248,338 of females. The death-rate 
of males was 16'5, and that of females 14*4  per 1000 living, of each 
sex respectively, these rates being both for males and females, 
2'i per 1,000 below the average corrected rates in the 10 years 
immediately preceding. Out of equal numbers living in the year 
under notice there were 1,146 deaths of males to 1,000 deaths 
of females—a ratio nearly corresponding with that in each of 
the two previous years but considerably exceeding the decennial 
average. (Table 3.)

Ages at Death.—In Tables 12 to 15 will be found the death-rate 
at various ages for males and females separately, as well as for 
persons without distinction of sex. The year 1903 was, as before 
stated, one of remarkably low mortality, the saving of life being 
shared, although in different proportions, by each sex at all the 
age-periods shown in the tables. Not only were the death-rates in 
every one of these age-groups below the corresponding rates in the 
decennium 1893-1902, but they were in all cases below those in 
1902, which was also a year of low mortality.’ The male rates 
at all ages below 45 years, and the female rates at all ages 
below 65 were the lowest hitherto recorded. As illustrating 
the great reduction of mortality in the earlier years of life it 
may be mentioned that the death-rates both of males and of 
females at ages between 5 years and 25 years were approximately 
only 40 per cent, of the corresponding rates in the decennium 
1841-1850.

Tables 16-17 on pages ci and cii give the death-rates at several 
age-groups for males and females separately in each of the 
registration counties of England and Wales. These tables 
illustrate the variations of sex and age mortality in different parts 
of the country. Excluding the proportional mortality at' ages 
above 75 years as being of doubtful accuracy, and taking the rates 
in England and Wales as a standard, the results may be roughly 
summarized as follows :—

In Lancashire, Northumberland, and Glamorganshire, the 
mortality of both sexes at every age-group was zn excess of 
the standard ; in the West Riding of Yorkshire, and in Durham, 
the mortality among females but not among males was in 
excess.

On the other hand the rates for both sexes were below the standard 
at every age-group in the counties of Surrey, Middlesex, Hertford­
shire, Essex,, and Worcestershire. They were below the standard
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among males only in,Norfolk, Wiltshire, and Leicestershire, and 
among females only in Somersetshire.

In London the mortality of children of each sex under 5 years 
of age exceeded the standard, while, that of males aged 5-25 years 
and of nearly all females was below or equal to the standard.

Speaking generally the. mortality in the various age-groups was 
highest in the Northern portion of the country and lowest in the 
Eastern and Southern portions.

Infantile Mortality.—In the year under notice the deaths of infants 
under 1 year of age were in. the proportion of 132 per 1000 
births, as compared with 133, in the year immediately preceding, 
and 152, the mean proportion in the 10 years 1893-1902. With 
one exception, that of the year 1881, the .rates of infantile mortality 
in the last two years have' been the lowest hitherto recorded. 
(Table 25). Among registration counties with populations 
exceeding 100,000 infantile mortality ranged from 84 per 1000 
in Hertfordshire and Oxfordshire, 85 in Wiltshire,- and 88 in 
Somersetshire, to 150 in the West Riding of Yorkshire,. 151 in 
Nottinghamshire, 152 in Northumberland, 154 in Lancashire, and 
156 in Durham. It is noteworthy that the four counties last 
mentioned are likewise among the counties of highest average 
infantile mortality in the decennium 1893-1902. (Table 11.) 
Further remarks on the subject of infantile mortality will be found 
in Dr. Tatham’s letter, page Ixxiii.

Centenarians.—Among the deaths there were 35 of reputed 
centenarians, 17 of whom were males and 36 females. In 1901 
and 1902 the numbers had been 61 and 56 respectively.

Urban and Rural Mortality.—At page xlv will be found a table 
showing the variations in the death-rates during 1903 and in the 
period 1898-1902 in two groups of counties which have been 
selected to represent severally the urban and rural areas of 
England and Wales. In the year 1903 the corrected death-rate 
in the urban group was equal to i/o per rood, and in the 
rural group to 12'9 per 1000. The urban rate was 2’2 per 1000 
below the average in the five years 1898-1902, and the rural rate 
was 1 ’4 per 1000 below its average in the same period. In the year 
1903 the ratio of urban to rural mortality as here defined was 
as 15319 is to 1000, as compared with a ratio of 1,343 to 1000 in the 
five years immediately preceding.

Certification of Causes of Death.—Of the 514,628 deaths registered 
in England and Wales during the year 1903, the causes of 470,346, 
or 9140 per cent., were certified by registered medical practitioners ; 
inquests were held respecting 35,561, or 6-91 per cent. ; whilst the 
causes of the remaining 8,721, or L69 per cent., were uncertified. 
This is the lowest proportion of uncertified deaths hitherto 
recorded. Of the 8,721 uncertified deaths registered in the year 
1903, 1,147, or 13*2  per cent., were not reported to coroners, as 
compared with 1,403, or 14'5 per cent., in the year 1902. The 
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following table shows the changes in the proportion of uncertified 
deaths to total deaths in the course of the five years 1899- 
1903

Among registration counties with populations exceeding 100,000 
persons, the highest proportions of uncertified deaths were 3-13 
in Berkshire and in Durham, 3-18 in Denbighshire, 3’20 in Bedford­
shire, 3'61 in Derbyshire, 3'98 in Carnarvonshire, and 4-21 in 
Herefordshire. High as these proportions are, they are exceeded 
by those in some of the large towns. For instance, the proportion 
per cent, of uncertified deaths reached 4’56 in Gateshead, 4'67 in 
Barrow in Furness, 4’94 in Warrington, 5-26 in South Shields, and 
6’68 in St. Helens.

Of the registration counties named in the preceding paragraph, 
Bedfordshire, Herefordshire, Denbighshire, and Carnarvonshire 
had also high proportions of uncertified deaths registered without 
reference to coroners ; the proportion being more than 070 per 
cent, in these four counties, as well as in Carmarthenshire ; in the 
other three counties, all but a small proportion of the deaths were 
reported to coroners.

Table E on page xxv shows the uncertified deaths registered in 
the year 1903, arranged according to age, sex, and assigned causes of 
death ; distinguishing the cases reported and not reported to 
coroners. Among infants under three months of age the proportion 
of uncertified deaths to total deaths registered at that age-group 
reached 4’1 per cent., and about one-fourth of these uncertified 
deaths were registered without being reported to coroners; the 
large majority of them were stated to be due to premature 
birth, convulsions, or debility. Among infants over three months 
but under one year of age, the proportion of uncertified to 
total deaths was 2'0 per cent.; nearly eleven-twelfths of these 
deaths were reported to coroners, and the assigned cause of 
nearly three-fifths of them was “convulsions.” Only ro per cent, 
of the deaths between one year and 45 years of age were uncerti­
fied, and the proportion of these deaths reported to coroners

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was about twelve-thirteenths. At ages 45 and under 65 years, 1 4 
per cent, of the deaths were uncertified, all but one in 21 ot 
these deaths having been reported to coroners; about three- 
fourths of them were stated to be due to cerebral haemorrhage, 
apoplexy, other circulatory diseases, or respiratory diseases. At 
ages over 65 years the proportion of uncertified deaths rose to 
r; per cent., and about one-twelfth of these deaths were not 
reported to coroners ; old age, cerebral haemorrhage, apoplexy, 
other circulatory diseases, and respiratory diseases were the 
assigned causes of about six-sevenths of them.

Deaths in Public Institutions.—QI the 514,628 deaths registered 
during the year, no fewer than 85,705 or 16'65 per cent occurred 
in Workhouses and Workhouse Infirmaries, in Hospitals, 01 m 
Asylums for the Insane, the proportion during the 10 years 
immediately preceding having averaged 13-83 per cent.

Thus the present figures confirm those given in the last annual 
report in showing that the proportion of deaths occurring in 
public Institutions, although fluctuating slightly from time|to time, 
has a distinct tendency to increase. Taking these Institutions 
separately, the deaths in Workhouses and Workhouse Infirmaries 
in 1903 were equal to 8-83 per cent, of the total deaths, against an 
average of 7'67 per cent, in 1893-.902; the deaths in Hospitals 
were 5-95 per cent, against an average of 478 per cent., and the 
deaths in Asylums were 1-87 per cent, against an average of 1 3 . 
Detailed tables, showing the names and descriptions of the several 
institutions and the numbers of deaths occurring therein are given 
on pages 75 to 124 of this Report.

Offences, against the Registration Acts.

In 1903, 26 persons, on prosecution by order of the Registrar- 
General, were convicted of different offences against t e 
Registration Acts. The offences for which convictions were

In addition to the foregoing, four ,cases, resulting in convictions, 
were reported from this Department to other Public Departments. 
One case, taken up by the Public Prosecutor, being that of a 
bigamous marriage ; the other three cases, taken up by the Chief 
Registrar of Friendly Societies, being in respect of offences 
against the Friendly Societies Acts.

Progress of Registration.

The names in the alphabetical indexes of births, deaths, and 
marriages recorded in the national registers of England and Wales 
were increased during the year 1903 by 1,985,105, this addition 
raising the total of names in the indexes, which at the end of 1903 
embraced a period of 66| years, to 106,768,086.

-Searches and Certificates.

Besides the certified copies of the registered births, deaths, and 
marriages kept in England and Wales pursuant to the Registration 
Acts of 1836 and 1874, a large number of other registers and 
records are deposited in this Office under statutory and other 
arrangements. A list of these various registers and records will 
be found on pages xxix.-xxxii. of the Fifty-eighth Report. Searches 
may be made in any of these registers, and certificates obtained on 
payment of the prescribed fees.

During the 52 weeks ended 2nd January, 1904, the total number 
of searches was 63,519, and of certificates 49,469; the total amount 
received in fees was 9,4.37?. 9s. 6d. showing a slight increase as 
compared with the total in the preceding year.

The following table affords an indication of the extent 
tp which the records in this Office have been utilized by 
the public for legal evidence of births, deaths, and marriages

United Kingdom Statistics.—Births and Deaths at Sea. xxix

United Kingdom.

The population of the United Kingdom estimated to the middle 
of the year 1903, amounted to 42,371,219; that of England 
and Wales to 33,378,338, of Scotland to 4,579,223, and of Ireland 
to 4,413,658. During the year 1,183,601 births and 667,959 deaths 
were registered. The natural increase of population was, there­
fore, 515,642. The number of persons married during the year 
was 632,830.

The annual birth, death, and marriage rates were 27'9, 15-8, 
and 14'9 per 1000 persons living.

The preceding table (p. xxviii) shows the changes, during a series 
of years, in the marriage-rate to total population ; and also the 
changes in the value of exports and imports, and in the price of 
wheat, as derived from the Board of Trade Statistical Abstracts.

Mortality in the Army.*

The average strength of the Army at home and abroad in 
1903 was 295,589, and the deaths during the year numbered 2,067, 
giving a death-rate of 7'0 per 1000, as compared with 10*5,  
27^6, 15’i, and io-6 per 1000 respectively, in the years 1899-1902. 
The mortality in the Army abroad was 8-6 per 1000, against 
IS’5, 3^’1, i9’i and 13'5 respectively in the same four years. The 
mortality of the Army at home was 5-i per 1000, against 4*5,  
8-2, 6-2 and 4'9. (Table 36).

Mortality in the Navy.J

The average strength of the service afloat was 103,100. The 
deaths during the year numbered 433, being in the proportion 
of 4’19 per 1000 of the strength, against an average of 5'68 per 
1000 in the six years immediately preceding. Of, the 433 deaths 
in 1903, 288 were caused by disease and 145 by violence ; the 
death-rate from disease was therefore 279 per 1000, and that 
from violence 1'40 per 1000. Of, the deaths from violence, 128 
were accidental, 16 were, suicidal, and one death resulted from 
wounds received in action ; the accidental deaths included 
75 cases of suffocation from submersion, and 6 from heat-stroke. 
(Table 37.)

Births and Deaths at Sea.

Marine Register Book.—In accordance with the Births and Deaths 
Registration Act of 1874 and the Merchant Shipping Act of 1894, 
Commanding Officers of Ships trading to or from British Ports are 
required, under penalty, to transmit returns of all births and deaths 
occurring on board their ships to the Registrar-General of Shipping 
and Seamen, who furnishes certified copies of such returns to the 
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Registrars-General of Births and Deaths for England, Scotland, and 
Ireland. Similar returns are furnished by persons having charge of 
His Majesty’s Ships directly to the Registrars-General of Births and 
Deaths. These returns of births, and deaths at sea constitute the 
“ Marine Register Book.” During the year 1903, this register was 
increased by the addition of 187 entries of birth and 2,679 entries 
of death.

Mercantile Marine.—A Return received from the Marine Depart­
ment of the Board of Trade shows the number of and the 
mortality among masters and seamen employed in sea-going 
vessels (excluding fishing vessels and yachts) registered in the 
United Kingdom and the Isle of Man under the Merchant Ship­
ping Act in the thirteen years 1891-1903. In the year 1902 the 
number employed was 230,161, of whom 36,406 were employed 
in sailing vessels, being 1,994 fewer than in the preceding year, 
and 193,755 in steam vessels, being 6,712 more than in the 
preceding year.

The reported deaths from all causes in sailing or steam vessels 
during the .year ended 30th June, 1903, numbered 2,385, of which 
1,241 resulted from disease, suicide, &c., 501 from wreck or 
casualty, and 643 from accident other than wreck or casualty, 
showing a death-rate from all causes of 10’4 per 1000 bf the 
strength; this rate was 1*5  per 1000 below the mean rate in the 
five years 1898-1902. (Table 38.)

International Vital Statistics.

Since the year 1844 it has been customary to publish in these 
Reports a series of tables giving the numbers of marriages, births, 
and deaths registered in the United Kingdom and in the principal 
European Countries.

With a view to the extension of the scope and utility of these 
tables the Presidents of the Continental Statistical Bureaux were 
asked in the course of last year to add to the information con­
cerning general mortality which they had so courteously afforded 
in previous years by furnishing particulars of infantile mortality, 
and of mortality from the principal epidemic diseases, from 
pulmonary tuberculosis, and from cancer. Further, the Registrars- 
General of those British Colonies in which records of Vital 
Statistics had been kept were asked, for the first time, to contribute 
similar information.

From the data thus obtained the tables given on pages clxxvi- 
ccvii have been constructed. It is probable that in process of 
time the list of Countries able to furnish trustworthy statistics will be 
extended, thereby increasing the value, for comparative purposes, 
of these International records.

In earlier sections of this Report, dealing with the marriages, 
births, and deaths recorded in England and Wales, it is stated that 
the total population is not the most satisfactory basis for the calcu­
lation of rates ; that as regards marriages it is preferable to express 
the proportion in relation to the unmarried arid widowed portion

of the population ; that the birth-rate should be based on the 
estimated number of women of conceptive age, and that the death­
rat© should be based on a standard population which is assumed to 
remain constant in regard to sex and age constitution. Owing 
however, to the impossibility of satisfactorily estimating the 
numbers of these sections of the population and of ascertaining 
the sex and age constitutions of the populations- in the various 
Countries, it is only possible for the purposes of International 
Statistics to us© the total population as the basis for calculating 
these rates. ■

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the Countries from, which returns have been leceived. As the 
number of Countries which have as yet furnished Returns for 
the year 1903 is limited, the average rates in the previous 
ten years have been taken as a standard for comparison, the 
Countries being arranged in the order of the highest average 
proportions.

Marriages.—In 16 of the 24 Countries or Colonies from which 
Returns have been received for the year 1903 the proportions 
per 1000 of the population were below the average of the previous 
ten years ; in the Netherlands and in Scotland the rates were 
equal to the average ; while in Roumania, New Zealand, Western, 
Australia, Spain, Ireland, and France the rates exceeded the 
several averages (p. xxxi).

Speaking generally, the Countries in which the marriage-rates 
in 1903 differed most from the average were those in which 
the annual rates in previous years had also shown the widest 
fluctuations. Thus, in New Zealand the marriage-rate, which 
had been 11-9 per 1000 in 1895, had risen to i6'o in 1902 ; the 
rate of 16-5 recorded in 1903 being, higher than in any of 
the previous 25 years. In Roumania the rate fell from 20 4 
in 1879 to as low as 13 2 in 1900, and then rose to over 17 per 
1000 in 1902 and 1903. In XVestern Australia the range was 
wider,i the rate increasing from 127 in 1893 to 213 in 1897. 
In Ireland the comparatively low rate of 16'4 in 1903 was 
identical with that in 1902 and was higher than the rate 
recorded in any other year since 1871*  In France and in the 
Netherlands the marriage-rates during the past 25 years have been 
fairly uniform.

Births.—In the United Kingdom, as well as in the 26 Colonies 
or foreign Countries from which returns have been received, the 
birth-rate, as measured by the proportion to total population, has 
shown a general tendency to decline during the past 10 years, the 
only exception being the Colony of Ceylon, where the rate, with 
slight fluctuations, rose from 30-2 in 1892 to 40-0 in 1903. In 18 of 
the 24 Countries contributing returns for the year 1903, the rates 
were below the average of the previous 10 years. In Ireland, 
which has an exceptionally low birth-rate, the rate for the year 
1903 was equal to the average, while in Spain and in four of our 
Colonies—Ceylon, Jamaica, Western Australia and New Zealand— 
the rates for that year exceeded the average of the previous 10 
years.

In France the birth-rate has, with slight fluctuations, steadily 
fallen from 267 per 1000 of the population in the year 1872 
to 2i'i per 1000 in the year 1903. This is the lowest rate 
recorded in any of the 29 Countries shown in the subjoined 
Table (p. xxxiii).

It is difficult, in a brief review of International Birth Statistics, to 
account for the disparities shown in the several Countries ; the 
extent of the differences would, in some degree, admit of explana­
tion if allowance could be made for variations in the sex and age
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constitution of the populations, especially with regard to the 
proportion of women of conceptive age.

Deaths.—In the United Kingdom and in 23 of the 26 Colonies 
or foreign Countries from which returns have been received 
the death-rate has shown a general tendency to decline during 
the past ten years, the exceptions being Jamaica, Queensland, 
and New Zealand ; in the two latter Colonies, however, the 
average death-rates have been exceptionally low; the rates in 
1903 in those Countries that furnished returns having been 
with the exceptions above mentioned, below the average for 
the ten years 1893-1902.

The above Table shows that the most prolific countries are not 
always those in which the rate of natural increase is the greatest. 
* instance, the Continental countries that head the list of those 
with the highest birth-rates are Russia, Roumania, Hungary and 
Austria. The average rate of natural increase in Russia is, however, 
exceeded by that in the Netherlands, Norway, the German Empire, 
and in six of our own Colonies. Hungary and Austria, in spite

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of their high birth-rates, have a lower average rate of natural 
increase than that which rules in England and Wales and in
Scotland.

In comparing the proportions of births and deaths in 
these Countries it is well not to lose sight of the fact that 
the total population does not' invariably afford a trustworthy 
standard by which to measure birth and death-rates. f . s 
point has been dealt with in a detailed manner in the earher 
portion of this volume.

Infantile Mortality.—With few exceptions those countries in 
which a high birth-rate prevails possess a high rate of infantile 
mortality ; nevertheless a high rate of infantile mortality 
accompany a comparatively low birth-rate. Dealing with the 
24 Countries or Colonies from which statistics relating to 
deaths of children under one year of age have been received, 
it appears that in seven of these—Italy, Chili, Ceylon,

Final Remarks.

If is satisfactory to be able to report, in respect of the year 1903, 
a further improvement in the percentage of uncertified deaths, 
which is the lowest on record. I desire, however, to direct par­
ticular attention to the still abnormally high percentage recorded 
in the counties of Carnarvon and Hereford, and in the boroughs 
of Gateshead, Warrington, South Shields, and St. Helens, all of 
which held the same unenviable position in the Annual Report for 
.1902. I cannot account for this. It is, however, a remarkable 
coincidence that each of the above counties and boroughs should 
have a high proportion of uncertified deaths, along with a corres­
pondingly low proportion of inquests. An analysis of the returns 
shows that the proportion of (1) inquests and (2) uncertified 
deaths, to the total deaths per cent, in England & Wales in 1903
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was, respectively, 6'panel i'7, and, in the 76 .principal towns, 79 
and it. In the above-mentioned counties and boroughs, however, 
the percentage of inquests was low, ranging only from y& to 5 5, 
whereas the percentage of uncertified deaths was very excessive; 
ranging from 4'0 to 6'7.

I trust, therefore, that the coroners of these districts will give 
their cordial support to the object aimed at by considering \ 
whether it might not be partially attained by holding inquests more 
frequently in the cases of uncertified deaths that are referred to 
them ; and, in any event, it is to-be hoped that the aforesaid 
counties and boroughs will be found in a better position in this 
respect in future returns. It is, at the same time, satisfactory to 
note in connection with this subject, that the piopoition of 
uncertified deaths registered without previous reference to coroners, 
which was as high as 24'0 per cent, in 1898, has continually fallen 
since that date, until it has reached the comparatively .low jiropor 
tion of 13'2 per cent, in the year under review.

The question of the falling birth-rate in this country, as well as 
in other parts of the British Empire, has been prominently brought 
to the notice of the public by the recent Royal Commission on 
the decline of the birth-rate in New South Wales, and by the 
Inter-Departmental Committee on Physical Deterioration in 
their interesting and instructive reports.. I desire, therefore, to 
call special attention to the method adopted in this report of 
measuring the birth-rate by calculating the proportion of births 
per 1000 women of conceptive age (15-45 years)', as an alternative 
to calculating the proportion, as previously, on the total population. 
This mode of calculation unfortunately discloses even a greater 
fall in the birth-rate than has hitherto been shown.

In connection with this branch of the subject, it is well to bear 
in mind that the death-rate is affected in a complex manner by 
changes of the birth-rate. In the case of a continuous decline in 
the birth-rate, the first effect is to lower the rate of mortality 
owing to the reduced proportion in the population of very young 
children, among whom there is always a very high death-rate. In 
later years, the death-rate, as measured by total population, will be 
increased, owing to the smaller number of survivors who will 
reach those ages which are subject to lower death-rates, and this 
effect will last so long as the -survivors of those born before the 
birth-rate began to decline shall form an abnormally large propor­
tion of the population.

At page xlii will be found Pr. Tatham’s letter on the causes of 
death in 1903, giving particulars of the distribution in time and 
place of those diseases that are most important in a preventive 
sense. The remarks made by me in my last annual report; in 
summarizing Dr, Tatham’s letter are equally appropriate to that 
now under consideration. In the year 1903, as in the preceding 
year, the fall in general mortality has. continued, and has affected 
most of the diseases that are prevalent in this country. The 
moisture and coolness of the summer were propitious to infant life, 
whilst the mild and generally temperate weather of winter and 
spring permitted the survival of the feeble among the very old as
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well as among the very young who—in less favourable circum­
stances—would have gone in far greater numbers “across the 
river.” In this connection Dr. Tatham’s comments on the relation 
of meteorological phenomena to mortality are deserving of par­
ticular notice ; and I concur in his appreciation of the merits of 
the meteorological report with which I am favoured annually by 
Dr. W. N. Shaw, F.R.S., whose report for 1903 appears on page 
Ixxix of the present volume.

The steady fall in the mortality of pulmonary tuberculosis 
which has so happily characterised recent past years, has continued 
throughout the period now under review :. the loss of life from this 
dire disease being at the present time only three-fifths of what it 
was a quarter of a century ago. The very unequal local incidence 
of pulmonary tuberculosis is a matter of serious concern. In his 
remarks on page lix Dr. Tatham fully discusses this question, and 
points out that whilst in certain by nb means small areas of 
England and.Wales phthisis levies a death toll considerably less 
heavy than the average, there are other areas where the mortality 
is more than double of that prevailing in the areas first men­
tioned; and is greatly in excess of the average. This question is 
now fortunately receiving more attention than of yore at the 
hands of the local responsible authorities, many of whom are 
apparently doing their best to stay the ravages of this disease ; 
and it is also the subject of a special commission of inquiry.

In conclusion, I would briefly refer to the considerably wider 
field of information in regard to international vital statistics 
which has been dealt with in this report, and I venture to hope 
that the compilation by the officers of my statistical branch of the 
returns—so generously supplied by the Foreign and Colonial 
Officials—may be appreciated both at home and abroad, and that 
in course of time the field may be further extended and ultimately 
form a statistical bond of international union.

In the abstracts on pages 140 to 289 particulars are given of the 
causes to which the deaths occurring in the year 1903 have been 
attributed. On reference to the following pages, it will be seen 
(i) that of the deaths registered in the year above mentioned 
nearly id per cent, were attributed to indefinite causes which for 
purposes of classification are of little value, although these causes 
were for the most part attested by registered practitioners of 
medicine,*  (ii) that in nearly two per cent, of the total the causes 
were not certified either by registered medical practitioners or by 
coroners, (iii) that in many cases where inquests had taken place 
the coroner’s certifipate leaves it uncertain whether or not medical 
evidence of cause of death had been given at the inquest. To 
the extent here indicated the death registers must obviously 
be defective. Nevertheless, it is certain that the causes of at 
least 91 per cent, of the total deaths registered in 1903 were 
medically certified.

The experience of this Department proves that many diseases 
which are highly important from a sanitary standpoint vary, as 
regards both prevalence and fatality, according as the place in 
question is either densely or sparsely peopled. Therefore, in pre­
paring the Annual Report for 1901 a selection was made from among 
the Registration Counties of England & Wales, and the selected 

seasons has generally been favourable,, the absence of long spells 
of cold weather and of continued frost having been salutary to the 
very old and the very young, who, in opposite circumstances, 
would probably have succumbed in much greater proportions 
diseases of the respiratory organs.

The foregoing instances dre adduced, not by any means 
implying that the influence of weather conditions is limited 
these familiar affections;' for there are several other diseases, the 
causes of which are obscure, but which seriously affect the 
general death-rate. Influenza is one of these. Apart altogether 
from its epidemic prevalence, which commenced in 1889, this 
malady has destroyed not fewer than 8,7,767 lives in England 
& Wales in the course of the last ten years. The unequal 
incidence of fatal influenza is notorious, and clearly appears 
from Tables 27-28 on pages cxlviii-ix. Who shall say that 
a diligent study, inter nZza, of meteorological phenomena may 
not assist to discover the cause of a mortality which has cost 
this country so many thousands of valuable fives ? I venture 
to suggest to those local observers who are especially interested in 
matters relating to the public health a careful reading of the 
instructive essays on meteorology that accompany your successive 
Annual Reports. It may eventually be found that many of the 
ailments incidental to humanity depend for their prevalence on 
variations in meteorological conditions more closely than is at 
present thought possible.

Sir,

I have the honour to Jay before you an analysis of the causes 
of death recorded in the National Registers for the year 1903.

In the Annual Report for 1902 you were able to announce a 
mortality for that year more favourable than any that, until then, 
had been attained since the inauguration of civil registration in 
1837. For the year 1903 a still lower mortality has been recorded. 
In attempting to account, from time to time, for variations in 
English mortality, the intimacy of relation subsisting between the 
ratios of birth and death should have due weight : and, further, in 
seeking for the causes of the remarkably low death-rate of the last 
two years it is requisite to have regard to the exceptional freedom 
from epidemics, and to the highly favourable conditions of weather 
which characterize that period.

With regard to the last-mentioned subject, the fact should be 
remembered that for sixty years after the establishment of this 
office Mr. James Glaisher, F.R.S. furnished for publication by your 
predecessors a series of Reports on the meteorology of these 
Islands, the value Of which you have yourself appropriately 
acknowledged, on behalf of this Department, in a letter addressed 
to Mr. Glaisher on his retirement in the year 1901. Since that date 
these Reports have been ably continued, in a modified form, by 
Dr. W. N. Shaw, F.R.S., Secretary to the Meteorological Council.*  
In his review of the weather conditions of the last two years 
Dr. Shaw states that, disregarding variations of subsidiary 
importance, the summers of both years were remarkably cool and 
wet, and were characterised by an absence of long periods of heat 
and drought which, when present, are generally associated with 
exceptional fatality from infantile diarrhoea. Again, in regard to 
low temperatures, he remarks that, with the exception of a few cold 
periods of brief duration, the weather of the spring and winter
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counties were thrown into two groups—the first including the chief 
industrial centres and being for that reason essentially urban in 
character, the second containing only a few unimportant towns or 
villages and being therefore mainly rural. For these county groups, 
the one containing a population of about eighteen millions, the 
other, of about four millions, the corrected death-rates from certain 
diseases were calculated and tabled—the object being to ascertain 
by appeal to facts sufficiently numerous the mortality that may be 
considered for the time being normal in England & Wales, for 
urban and rural areas respectively. In the several tables of the 
present report (as well as in those of its predecessor) the same 
grouping of counties has been retained,*  in order that variations in 
the local mortality from certain causes may be traced from year 
to year.

The annual rates of mortality in 1903, and the average rates for 
the quinquennium ended with 1902, from all causes and at several 
ages are shown in the two following tables. In these tables, 
exceptionally, the rates are given as per thousand of the population, 
but if decimal points be disregarded the rates will read as per 
million of the population : many other tables in the Report may be 
read similarly. The corrected rates are shown in columns parallel to 
the crude rates, and with a view of avoiding confusion the figures 
in the several columns are printed in distinctive type. The first 
table indicates that in the year 1903 the deaths from all causes in 
England & Wales were equal to a rate of 15-418 per 1,000 persons 
living of both sexes. This is the lowest rate on record. Among 
males the rate was equal to 16-506 per 1,000, and among females 
to 14-401 per 1,000—these rates being below the corresponding 
average rates for the previous five years by iri and u*6  per 
cent, respectively.

On comparing the mortality of the urban with that of the rural 
county group, we find that in the former area the mortality is 
uniformly higher than in the latter, and further that in both areas

the male rates are considerably in excess of the female. This is 
true generally with respect to the year 1903, as well as to the 
quinquennial period immediately preceding. From the above table 
it appears that, in both sexes, not only in England & Wales as 
a whole but also in each county group, there has been in 1903 
a reduction in the general death-rate.

By way of confirmation of what has been said in previous reports 
concerning the need of correction for age differences of population, 
we may adduce the first two columns of figures in the preced­
ing table, together with the corresponding figures in the tables on 
pages liii, Iviii, lix and Ixiv. These figures show that, although 
there are on the one hand many cases in which the death-rate 
may be scarcely affected by correction, there are on the other 
hand cases in which the corrected rates differ so widely from the 
crude rates that this modification would upset conclusions founded 
on the latter rates alone. The foregoing table indicates that whilst 
in the urban group of counties correction has increased the average 
rates by not more than 3-9 per cent., in the rural group on the 
contrary correction has reduced the average rates by not less than
11-9  per cent. It may be gathered from what has been stated 
in previous reports, that the errors in local crude rates of mor­
tality are remediable by appropriate methods. The following 
table gives for urban and rural areas separately and for several 
groups of ages, the average death-rates from all causes per 100a 
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of the population, in the period 1898-1902, and also the annual 
death-rates for 1903.

This table shows that the mortality at the several ages in the year 
under notice was generally below the average in the previous five 
years. It is remarkable that the mortality at the age 5-15 years 
was higher among females than among males ; and this is true 
alike for the urban and for the rural areas.

General Diseases.

The chief morbid conditions at present included under this 
head are enumerated in pages 142-147 of the Abstracts, and also 
in the corresponding pages of Tables ,19-24. In these tables the 
ages at death are not discriminated, but the deaths as well as the 
death-rates are given at all ages, for both sexes and for a long series 
of years. In the abstracts on the other hand the facts of death, but 
not the death-rates, are shown for each sex at several groups of ages. 
It is necessary to remember that the present list of General Diseases 
is provisional only. Certain morbid conditions formerly regarded 
as merely local are now authoritatively pronounced to be either 
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<( infections ” or intoxications ” ; they have accordingly been 
transferred to the list of General Diseases, and it is probable 
that as’ the result of further research other accessions to the 
list will accrue from time to time. Table 18 on page ciii, 
which has been compiled for purposes of comparison, gives' 
a selection from among the more prevalent causes of death, 
showing the average mortality therefrom at seven successive 
quinquennial periods since the year 1866. Tables 25 and 26, on 
pp. cxlvi-cxlvii extend to earlier periods, but include a smaller 
number of diseases.

Small-pox.—The deaths from small-pox numbered 760, corre­
sponding to a rate of 23 per million living, the rates in the previous 
four years having been 5, 3, 10, and 75 severally. In addition to 
the 760 deaths expressly referred to this disease, chicken-pox is 
said to have claimed 116 victims, but it is at least probable 
that most of the latter were unrecognised cases of the graver 
malady. Further, there were registered 26 deaths stated to be 
due to cow-pox or to other effects of vaccination. Therefore, in 
the year 1903 the sum of the deaths either certainly or probably due 
to small-pox, and of the deaths alleged to have been caused by 
measures designed for its prevention, was 902, corresponding to 
a rate of 27 per million of the population.

Of the 760 persons stated to have died of small-pox: 123 were 
returned as vaccinated and 174 as not vaccinated, whilst concerning 
the vaccinal condition of the remaining 463 patients no statement 
appeared in the certificates. Zi should be clearly understood that the 
deaths here attributed to cow-pox, or to other effects of vaccination, 
are exclusively those which, after careful enquiry, are found to 
have been due to the entrance of any noxious material whatever 
at the site, of vaccination. The mortality from the effects of 
vaccination as above defined cannot yet be given for the year 
1903 ; but it appears from the Thirty-third Annual Report of 
the Local Government Board that the operation of vaccination 
was successfully performed on 664,366, or 71'4 per cent, of the 
929,882 children whose births were returned by the vaccination 
officers as having been registered in 1901, the latest year for which 
particulars are available. Deducting from the total number of 
births the children returned as having died unvaccinated, the 
report states that of the remaining 827,875 children, 80-2 per cent, 
were registered as successfully vaccinated, showing an improve­
ment of 2-9 per cent, upon the preceding year. The deaths in the 
same year from cow-pox and other effects of vaccination numbered 
T7» or one in every 39,080 children vaccinated. In order that full 
particulars might be accessible regarding the influence of vaccin­
ation on small-pox, it were greatly to be desired that in- certifying 
deaths from small-pox medical practitioners should specify the 
patient’s condition with respect to vaccination—say by one or 
other of the following phrases, as the case may be :—(1) No evi­
dence of vaccination ; (2) Vaccination in infancy only—number of 
scars ; (3) Vaccination only after infection by small-pox; (4) Stated 
to have been vaccinated, but no scars. If the patient has been 
re-vaccinated the date of re-vaccination should be given, where 
possible.
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More than half of the deaths from small-pox last year occurred 
either in Lancashire or in the contiguous West Riding of York­
shire. In tioth cases, about four-fifths of the mortality took place 
in the course of the first half of the year. In Lancashire 313 
deaths were attributed to this disease, 138 of which belonged to 
the City of Liverpool. In the West Riding 108 deaths were 
registered ; 22 belonged to the City of Leeds, 12 to the City of 
Bradford, and 8 to the Borough of Dewsbury. Two deaths from 
small-pox were registered as occurring in the County of London, 
but in addition to these, n deaths of Londoners occurred in 
extra-metropolitan institutions. The number belonging to London 
in the previous year had been 1,300. Small-pox mortality was 
higher last year in Cambridgeshire than in any other county 
except Radnorshire—all but one of the deaths in the first-named 
county having been registered in the third quarter of the year.

Measles.—-The deaths from measles of 9,150 persons at all ages 
and of both sexes were registered, being fewer by 3,894 than the 
decennial average number corrected for increase of population. 
The use in medical certificates of the name “ Rubeola ” to denote 
the familiar disease, measles, still continues to cause uncertainty 
in the Statistical Department. This usage is common in some 
parts of the country but not in others. The only synonym for 
measles that is recognised by the Royal College of Physicians 
being Morbilli, it would conduce to accuracy in the classification 
of deaths for these reports if that term were invariably used 
wherever a Latin equivalent for measles is preferred. The .name 
“ Rubeola ” should in any case be discontinued. As many as 8,610 
or 94 per cent, of the total deaths from measles were those of 
children under five years old ; their mortality was equal to a 
rate of 2'26 per 1,000 children living at that age, as compared 
with 2'91, the average rate in the previous quinquennium. The 
table K on page Ixxv shows the mortality from measles and from 
certain other diseases that are specially fatal in early life. We 
there learn that, in the year under notice, of the children estimated 
to be living at this age 3'62 out of every thousand died in the 
urban group of counties, and only 0'98 in the rural. Boys 
died at the rate of 3*14  per 1,000 in the former group, and of 
0'95 per 1,000 in the latter, and girls at the rates of 2’89 and 
1-pi respectively. The tables on page Ixxiv which relate to 
mortality within the first year of life show a similar tendency to 
greater measles fatality in the town than in the country. Among., 
counties with populations exceeding 100,0,00 there were 12 in 
which children suffered exceptionally from this disease. The 
counties with death rates above the mean for England & Wales 
were Durham, where the rate was 2-29 per 1,000 living under five 
years, Staffordshire 2-32, Monmouthshire 2*32,  West Riding of 
York 2-42, Glamorganshire 2’57, North Riding 2*59,  Nottingham­
shire 279, Warwickshire 2-83, East Riding 2’87, Lancashire 
3-43, Carmarthenshire 3'54, and London 3-92.

Scarlet Fever.—The deaths of 4,158 persons at all ages were 
registered as due to this disease, a number corresponding to a rate 
of 125 per million of the population, or 26 per million less than 
the average rate in the; preceding ten years. Locally, scarlet,fever. 
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mortality varied considerably. Among the counties of England 
& Wale? containing more than 100,000 inhabitants, Suffolk, Dorset 
and Sussex enjoyed almost complete immunity from fatal scarlet 
fever; but among other counties this disease was fatal in the 
proportion of 211 per million in Monmouthshire, 214 in Lancashire, 
224 in Glamorganshire, 236 in Durham, and 256 in Northumberland, 
whilst the rate . amounted to 384 per million in the County of 
Caimarthen. Either m London or in suburban metropolitan 
institutions 355 deaths of Londoners were registered, corres­
ponding to a rate of 77 per million living ; of these deaths, 93 per 
cent occurred in public institutions. Of the 4,158 scarlet fever 
deaths at all ages in England & Wales, 2,514 or 60 per cent 
occurred at ages under five years. Table K. on page Ixxv shows 
t J AU death irate last year was equal to 0'66 per 1,000 living 
under the age of five years, or slightly below the average rate in 
the previous quinquennium. Taking one year with another, 
scarlet fever among children is much more fatal in the town than

five years old. Among counties with populations of more than 
100,000 there were 14 with rates above the mean for England 
& Wales. The counties with the highest mortality were Essex, 
in which the rate was equal to yo2 per 1,000, Nottinghamshire 
3-06, West Riding of York 3-10, Northamptonshire 3-14, London 
3-16, Cheshire 3'18, and Middlesex 3-61. The counties with the 
lowest mortality from whooping-cough were Cornwall, Wiltshire, 
Carmarthenshire, and Leicestershire.

Diphtheria.—The deaths referred to diphtheria (exclusive of 
croup unless stated to be membranous) numbered 6,077, as c?m_ 
pared with 9,130, the average number in the previous decennium 
corrected for increase of population. The first mentioned number 
includes 30 deaths that were originally certified as from “ mem­
branous laryngitis,” but the diphtheritic nature of these was 
subsequently acknowledged by the several medical attendants. 
Twenty-four deaths still remain in the abstracts for 1903 under the 
head of membranous laryngitis (against 37 in the previous year); 
some of these deaths were probably due to diphtheria. (See 
page cxii.)

Diphtheria and Croup.—The tables for 1903 contain entries of the 
deaths of 443 persons (mostly children) from croup, neither spas­
modic nor membranous. For reasons given in a former lettei 
these deaths are associated with those definitely referred to 
diphtheria, in order to obtain approximately the mortality from 
the latter disease. Taking together the deaths from diphtheria and 
croup we have a crude-rate for 1903 equal to 195 per million of 
both sexes, against 293, the average rate in the preceding quin- 
qennium. The male rate last year was 198, and the female rate 
104 per million. Since the year 1899, when the rate was 324 per 
million, the mortality has continuously fallen, the rate in 1903 being 
only 60 per cent. Of that in the year previously mentioned. On 
reference to Table F, which shows the local distribution of 
diphtheria, it will be seen that there were at, least 11 counties 
(including London) in which the mortality last year was not 
more than half that which prevailed in the quinquennium 
immediately preceding. Excluding counties with populations 
under 100,000, there were 16 with rates in excess of the average 
for extra-metropolitan England. The following counties suffered 
most severely :—Glamorganshire, where the mortality was equal to 
333 Per million, Buckinghamshire 325, North Riding of Yorkshire 
295, Durham 264, Staffordshire 263, Lancashire 255) an<a Mon­
mouthshire 251. All these counties, except Buckinghamshire and 
Durham, had in the preceding year also experienced a mortality in 
excess of that of the extra metropolitan area.

In my letter in the 64th Annual Report, an area including parts 
of Monmouthshire and South Wales was indicated as suffering 
excessively from diphtheria. In the year I9°3. this area was 
contracted, but the mortality was still very high in a continuous 
district mainly included in the former area, and consisting of The 
registration districts of Crickhowell in Brecknockshire, of Abei- 
gavenny and Bedwellty in Monmouthshire, and of the whole county

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of Glamorganshire except the district of Gower : the death-rate 
for this contracted area was 342 per million of its aggregate 
population.

^.Buckinghamshire the high mortality occurred chiefly in the 
two adjoining districts of Wycombe and Aylesbury. The deaths 
in the former district were registered continuously throughout tne 
year ; those in the latter district mainly in the December quartei. 
The mean rate of mortality in these two districts exceeded 500 
per million living.

Diphtheria mortality in the North Riding of Yorkshire, although 
below the exceptionally high rate there in 1902, nevertheless 
exceeded that of extra-metropolitan England by as much as 47 pei 
cent. The deaths occurred principally in a group of three regis­
tration districts—Whitby, Guisborough, and Middlesbrough 
which together experienced a mortality amounting to nearly 45° 
per million. Two of these districts, Whitby and Middlesbrough, 
had been specified in the report for 1902 on account of their high 
diphtheria mortality. Both of them showed an improvemen as 
year, but the rate in Middlesbrough still amounted to 405 per, 
million of the population.

In Durham the rate of diphtheria mortality did not exceed 
06 per million in the year 1898, but since that year it has rapidly 
risen, and in 1903 it reached 264 per million. In the latter year the 
rate exceeded the mean for extra-metropolitan England in a gi oup 
of nine registration districts—Chester le Street, Houghton le Spring, 
Lanchester, Durham, Easington, Auckland, Sedgefield, Darlington, 
and Stockton. The rate in this area, as a whole, was equal to 377 
per million, the rates in the several districts varying from 212 m 
Durham to 529 in Houghton le Spring, 588 in Darlington, and 616 
in Easington.

In Staffordshire 338 deaths from diphtheria and croup were 
registered, 174 of which belonged to the districts of Wolstanton 
and Stoke on Trent.. This area has been mentioned in several 
previous reports as experiencing excessive diphtheria mortality. 
The rate in these combined districts last year was 661 per million, 
whilst in the year 1902 it had been 775 per million.

Lancashire, contains several registration districts in which diph­
theria mortality was high last year.

In all the districts of Kent mentioned in the previous report as 
suffering severely from diphtheria there was a great improvement 
in 1903. In the district of Eastry, however, this disease still caused 
excessive mortality.

Enteric (Typhoid.) Fever.—This disease was fatal to 3,347 
persons at all ages and of both sexes, and accountedI for a mortality 
of 100 per million of the population. The rate was lower by 21, per 
cent, than that of the preceding year, which in its turn had been 
the lowest recorded up to that date.

The following table has been continued from previous Reports •

This table shows, as its recent predecessors have shown that 
enteric fever causes much greater loss of life in the town than in 
the country, and this, not in one year alone, but in a series of 
years on the average. If, with the help of this table, enteric fever 
mortality in 1903 be compared with the quinquennnial average, it 
will be found as follows :—Among males at all ages there has been 
a decrease of 39’1 Per cent, in England & Wales as a whole : in 
the urban group of counties the decrease has been 36’8 per cent.1, 
arid in the rural 41-4 per cent. Among females the reduction has 
been 40b per cent, in England & Wales, in the urban counties 
also 40-6 per cent., and in the rural 30-4 per cent. Among 
counties with populations exceeding 100,000, the1 highest uncor­
rected rates from enteric fever in 1903 were in the West Riding 135 
in the North Riding 142, in Lancaster 164, in Glamorgan 171, arid 
in Carmarthen 184 per bullion.

High mortality in the West Riding of Yorkshire occurred in most 
of the registration districts forming the southern portion of. that 
county, the death-rate, amounting to 313 in Pontefract and 314 in 
Barnsley.
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The position of the North Riding of Yorkshire among. counties 
with high enteric fever rates was due to excessive mortality in the 
district of Middlesbrough, the rate in that district amounting to 230 
per million, while the rate in the remainder of the county was only 
85 per million.

Many , of the Lancashire districts showed enteric fever death­
rates in excess of the average rate for England & Wales. e 
greatest fatality occurred in the district of Leigh, wheie the ra e 
was equal to 467 per million.

In Glamorganshire the high mortality occurred mainly in the 
contiguous districts of Pontypridd and Merthyr Tydfil, the death- 
rate in each of these districts being more than 260 per million 
living.

In Carmarthenshire excessive mortality occurred in the two 
contiguous districts of Llanelly and Carmarthen, especially in the 
latter district, where the rate rose to 391 per million during 
the year.

With reference to the average mortality from enteric fever in 
the decennium 1893-1902, Table 29 on page clii shows that it 
was highest in Durham, where the rate was 296 per million ; in 
Nottinghamshire, where it was 254 ; and in Lancashire, wheie it 
was 246. In addition to these there were ten other counties 
(reckoning South Wales as one county), in each of which the 
average mortality from enteric fever exceeded that of England & 
Wales. Although in the year 1903 the rates in most of the above- 
mentioned counties were among the highest in England & Wales 
they nevertheless showed in every case a considerable reduction 
as compared with their respective decennial averages. The 
remaining counties experienced for the most part a mortality below 
that of England & Wales, both in the ten years 1893-1902 and in 
the year 1903.

In the Reports for several recent years, and particularly in that 
for 1901, tables will be found showing the crude rates of enteric 
fever mortality in a continuous group of nineteen districts in the 
North, of England.*  In consequence of reductions in the local 
death-rates, the number of districts was, in 1902, reduced /14. 
The death-rate in 1903 in this smaller group was 145 per million, 
or 45 in excess of the rate of England & Wales. In the year 
now under review, every one of the 14 districts showed a 
diminished mortality, as compared with the average rate in the 
preceding, decennium. In Easington, however, the late was still 
as high as 231 per million, and in Middlesbrough as high as 236.

* Although these deaths occurred mainly among young children, it may bp 
stated for the sake of uniformity that they are equal to a death-rate of 551. per 
million living at all ages.

In the following table, which relates to the same areas as the 
table on the preceding page, the incidence of fatal enteric fever is 
shown fbr males and females separately, as well as for persons, 
without reference to sex. The rates are per million living at the 
several groups of ages.

The table indicates that at every age-group enteric fever destroys 
more lives, in proportion to population1, in the town than in the 
country. The disease attains its highest fatality somewhere 
between the ages of 15 and 35. In both sexes the mortality is low 
at the group 0-5 years, after which it gradually increases to 
its maximum, and thereafter gradually decfines ; at ages above 65 
years, the mortality does not greatly differ from that observed 
in the first group of ages in the table. With a few trivial 
exceptions the mortality last year at the several ages was lower 
than the average in the preceding five years.

Diarrhoea, Epidemic Diarrhoea, Infective Enteritis.—The deaths 
last year under this heading numbered 18,409 at all ages, and 
were fewer by 7,242 than the average annual numbers in the 
previous decennium after allowance for increase of population^*  
Of the total deaths thus caused, 16,200 were those of children 
under five years of age. Table K, on page Ixxy, indicates that, 
speaking generally, diarrhoeal diseases, as defined in the foot-
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note on page Ixxvi. are the most destructive of the maladies attack­
ing children under the age of five years. Diarrhoeal diseases are 
ordinarily more than twice as fatal in the urban counties as 
in the rural, and are more dangerous to boys than to girls. 
In the year 1903, as usual, these diseases were most fatal in those 
counties that contain an excess of urban population. Table 31 
confirms this statement, for whilst among children in the rural 
counties of Dorset and Wilts the mortality from diarrhoeal 
diseases was below 2 per 1,000, the rate in the mining and manu­
facturing counties ranged upwards to 7’53 in Durham, 7'72 in the 
.North Riding of York, 8-59 in Northumberland, 8’88 in Warwick, 
8 90 in the East Riding and 9’13 in Lancaster. It is in the 
first year of life that diarrhoeal diseases cause the greatest havoc 
among children. Table J, on page lxxiv, shows that on the average 
'about one-fifth of the total mortality of infants at that age is thus 
caused. Table 30 on page div, gives the local distribution of 
diarrhoeal mortality at ages under one year.; it supports the 
evidence derivable from Table J, that these diseases are consider­
ably more fatal among densely populated communities than among 
dwellers in the country.

Rabies.—(Hydrophobia)—Not a single death was registered as 
due to this disease in the course of the year 1903. In the year 
1902 two deaths were registered, but the three years preceding 
that year were entirely free from hydrophobia fatality. In the 
decennium ended with 1890, the deaths from hydrophobia 
averaged 29*  annually.

Pyaemia, Septicaemia, Septic Intoxication.—The attempt made 
for the first time in the Report for 1901, to discriminate between 
the several kinds of septic infection, is continued in the present 
Report; pyaemia being distinguished from septicaemia, and separate 
provision having been made for other infective processes. In the 
Supplementary Tables on pages 156 and 157 the principal organs 
or parts of the body that have been medically certified as invaded 
by infective processed are specified.

Puerperal Pyaemia, Septicaemia, Septic Intoxication.—Either to one 
or other of the conditions included in this group, or else to the 
indefinite affection “puerperal fever,” 1,668 deaths were attri­
buted, the number so referred in 1902 having been 2,603. Of the 
fatal cases ascribed to puerperal septic diseases 87 were further 
complicated.*  The complicating cause was stated to be influenza 
in 12 cases, phthisis in 5, general tuberculosis in 3, heart disease 
in 5, and pneumonia in 39 cases. In addition to the foregoing, 
there occurred in connection either with pregnancy or with child-' 
birth 2,189 °ther deaths, particulars of which will be found in the 
abstracts on page 153 and also in the Table on the opposite page. 
For further remarks concerning diseases of whatever kind occurring 
in connection with the puerperal state, see page Ixxii.

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Pneumonia.—The deaths referred to pneumonia of various types 
numbered 40,725, and were equal to a rate of 1,220 per million 
without distinction of age or of sex. Of these deaths, 3,208 were 
attributed to lobar pneumonia, 17,425 to broncho-pneumonia, 7 t° 
epidemic pneumonia, and 216 to septic pneumonia ; whilst 19,869 
were registered as from “pneumonia” without further qualification. 
In the general abstracts these septic cases are included under the 
head of pneumonia on pages 144-145, and also in the supple­
mentary table on pages 156-157, among infective diseases of the 
lung.

The local distribution of pneumonia mortality at all ages is 
shown in the preceding table.f From examination of the corrected 
death-rates in the quinquennium 1898-1902 it will be seen that 
the urban rates were in excess of the rural by about 87 per cent. 
The sexes fall victims to pneumonia in unequal proportions, the 
corrected average death-rates being for males 1,504 per million 
living, and for females only 1,029 Per million. It is in childhood 
and in old age that pneumonia is most destructive to life. 
Table K, on page Ixxv, shows that this disease accounts for a 
mortality averaging 5*33  per 1,000 living at ages 0-5 years, and 
with the help of the Abstracts it may be calculated that the rate 
averages 3*52  per 1,000 at ages above 65 years. At pages liv. 
and lv. of the Report for 1901, the age incidence of fatal 
pneumonia is fully dealt with, and a table is given showing the 
mortality to which it gives rise at the several stages of life.
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Tuberculosis.

The deaths due to tuberculous diseases in the. aggregate 
amounted to 58,107, or 6,056 fewer than the decennial average 
number, corrected for increase of population. This disease, 
therefore, in one or other of its forms was the cause of 11’3 per 
cent, "of the total mortality, and accounted for a death rate of 
1,742 per million living, without distinction of age or of sex.

Tuberculous phthisis (pulmonary tuberculosis) was the registered 
cause of 13,838 deaths, and “ phthisis ” not otherwise defined, 
of 26,294 deaths. Together these deaths were in the proportion 
of 69 per cent, of the total mortality from tuberculosis, and of 
1,203 per million living at all ages and of both sexes.*  As com­
pared with the average in the previous quinquennium, this 
rate was lower by 96 per million. The urban and rural distribution 
of fatal phthisis at all ages is shown in the following table; in 
which the counties are arranged in the same groups as on 
page xliv :—-

From the rates in the last two columns of the foregoing table 
which have been corrected for age differences in the several 
populations, it appears that the mortality from phthisis in 
1903 was at the rate of 1,427 per million living at all ages

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among males, and at the rate of 993 per million living among 
females. The mortality of the male sex was therefore higher 
than that of the female by 43’7 per cent. Compared with 
the average in the previous quinquennium the male rate was 
lower by 93 per million, and the female rate lower by 
98 per million, of the respective populations. Among males 
the phthisis rate was higher in the urban group of counties 
than in the rural, whilst among females the difference was 
less marked.

Tables 27 and 28 (pages cxlviii-cli) give the uncorrected death­
rates for the counties of England & Wales. Disregarding 
counties of fewer than 100,000 inhabitants, the tables show 
that among males phthisis was least fatal in Herefordshire 
and in Dorsetshire, where the rates did not exceed 811 and 
849 per million respectively; in other counties it ranged 
upwards to 1,607 in Northumberland, 1,638 in Denbighshire, 
1,650 in Lancashire, 1,659 Warwickshire, i,752 in Carnar­
vonshire, and 2,012 in London. In the case of females, whilst 
in Worcestershire, Wiltshire, and Buckinghamshire, the rate 
averaged less than 700 per million, it amounted to 1,134 in 
Lancashire, 1,209 in Durham, 1,353 in Northumberland, 1,492 
in Carmarthenshire, and 1,664 in Carnarvonshire. In all the 
English and Welsh counties except Rutland, Carmarthen, 
and Merioneth, phthisis was more destructive to males than 
to females.

In the Report for 1902, allusion was made to the high phthisis 
mortality then prevailing in parts of Wales; reference to 
Tables 27 and 28 of the present Report shows that in the 
succeeding year phthisis was much mote fatal among both 
sexes in Carmarthenshire, Pembrokeshire, and Cardiganshire, 
than it was in the remaining counties of the South Wales 
group. After correction for age and sex, the death-rate in 
these three counties together was equal to 1,855 Per million 
among males, and to 1,601 among females, both of these 
rates being considerably in excess of the corresponding rates 
for England & Wales, and still more in excess of the average 
rate in the remaining counties of this group. Turning to the 
counties of the North Wales group, it will be seen that in 
four, viz. :—Montgomery, Denbigh, Merioneth, and Carnarvon, 
the mortality among males was excessive, their corrected rates 
averaging 1,658 per million, or 16 per cent, above the rate of 
England & Wales. Among females, high death-rates were 
experienced in Merionethshire, Carnarvonshire, and Anglesey, 
the corrected average rate in these three counties being 
1,705 per million, or 72 per cent, above the rate of England 
& Wales.

The following table shows the rates of mortality from phthisis 
at several age groups of both sexes, the average rates for 1898-1902 
being distinguished from the annual rates for 1903 by the use 
of heavy type.

If, with the help of this table the rates for the year 1903 be 
compared with the average rates for the preceding quinquennium 
it will be seen :—(1) That in England & Wales as a whole the 
mortality was below the average at every age-group except that 
of males aged 55-65 years. (2) That in the urban counties it 
was also below the average except among children of both sexes 
under five years of age, among males of 55 years and upwards, 
and among females of 65 years and upwards. (3) That in the 
rural counties it was generally below the average—the exceptions 
being among males at ages 5-15 and 25-45, and among females 
at ages 45-55: but in none of the excepted cases was the increase 
considerable.

Referring to the figures for 1898-1902, it will be noted that 
phthisis was more fatal in the urban counties than in the rural, 
except among males aged 15-25, and among females aged 5-35 
years. The figures for the year under present review show an 
almost similar tendency. The age of maximum phthisis mortality 
both in the year 1903 and in the previous quinquennium may be 
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stated as follows In England & Wales as a whole, and in the 
urban counties, it was 45-55 for males and 35-45 for females : in 
the rural counties it was 25-35 years for both sexes.

Tuberculous Meningitis.—From this disease there were recorded 
6,476 deaths at all ages, or 371 fewer than the average annual 
number in the preceding decennium corrected for increase of 
population. Inasmuch as the deaths from so-called simple menin­
gitis have also declined in number, it is probable that the recorded 
decrease under the present heading is real. In the course of the 
year under notice, 464 deaths were referred to congenital hydro­
cephalus, and it is likely that some of these were really due to 
tubercle, in which case the death-rate from tuberculous meningitis 
must be somewhat understated in the tables. In addition to the 
foregoing, many deaths were referred in the certificates to “ hydro­
cephalus,” without further discrimination : in the course of last 
year enquiries were addressed from this office to certifying prac­
titioners in 313 of these cases, with the result that 83 deaths were 
transferred to tuberculous meningitis and 190 to congenital 
hydrocephalus. The table on page liv. of the last annual report 
gives particulars of the deaths thus returned in the year 1902. 
The 6,476 deaths referred to tuberculous meningitis in the year 
under present notice included 65 that were certified as from 
acute hydrocephalus, as compared with 94 in the year 1902. 
For this latter term, tuberculous meningitis is now being sub­
stituted in an increasing proportion of cases; it would be 
advantageous to this department if the substitution were made in 
all cases that are believed to depend on this form of infection. 
The Abstracts on pages 144-5 show that of the total deaths 
referred to tuberculous meningitis, 4,391, or 68 per cent., were 
those of children under the age of five years. Boys at this age 
succumbed to this disease in the proportion of 1*22  in each 
thousand living, and girls , in the proportion of 1:08 per thousand. 
The disease is not confined to infancy or to childhood, but it is 
much more fatal at that stage of life.

Tuberculous Peritonitis.—To this disease there were referred 
3,521 deaths, and to tabes mesenterica 2,062. These deaths taken 
together were fewer by 1,162 than the corrected annual average in 
the previous decennium. Even so recently as the year 1901 the 
deaths referred to tabes mesenterica considerably outnumbered 
those ascribed to tuberculous peritonitis. It is, therefore, satisfac­
tory to observe from the foregoing figures that the latter term is 
fast supplanting the time-honoured but unsatisfactory expression 
tabes mesenterica. Of the 5,5,83 deaths at all ages thus returned, 
4,031 or 72 per cent, were those of children who had not com­
pleted their fifth year. Boys at that age died of this disease in the 
proportion of ri8 per 1,000 living, and girls in the proportion of 
0'93 per 1,000.

Other Tuberculous Diseases.—The deaths returned as from 
General Tuberculosis were 4,265 in number (more than half of 

the victims being children under five years of age) ; and the deaths 
from tuberculosis of bones, joints and other specified parts num­
bered 1,651 ; these deaths in the aggregate were in the proportion 
of 178 per million of the population at all ages and of both sexes. 
(See Table 20 on page cvii.)

Alcoholism.—Under this designation there appeared in the 
registers 2,550 deaths, namely 1,475 of men and 1,075 women. 
Of these deaths 55 were referred in the original certificates, not 
to alcoholism, but to such conditions as haematemesis, paralysis, 
peritonitis, dropsy, &c., the true cause of death having been 
ascertained by subsequent correspondence with the certify­
ing practitioners. The above-mentioned deaths correspond to a 
rate of 91 per million among men, and of 62 per miffion among 
women. Since the year 1900, both the male and the female 
recorded mortality from alcoholism has apparently declined, and 
so also has that from cirrhosis of the liver. It is right to emphasize 
this fact, inasmuch as we learn from the 65th Annual Report that 
the mortality due to cirrhosis of the liver in the quinquennium 
ended with 1902 had seriously increased as compared with that in 
the quinquennium 25 years earlier.*

Rheumatic Fever. (Acute and sub-acute rheumatism.)—To this 
disease there were referred in the year under notice 1,812 deaths, 
corresponding to a rate of 54 per million living, both among males 
and among females. For the reason that previous to the year 
1901 this disease had been classed together with rheumatism of 
the heart, it is impracticable to compare recent mortality from 
rheumatic fever with that of periods more remote. If, however, 
with the help of the abstracts the mortality be calculated for the 
last three years it will be found that fatal cases of this disease 
are frequent at all stages of life ; and further, that although at 
ages under the fifteenth year girls suffer more severely than boys, 
at ages after the 25th year, with one exception, the mortality is 
highest in the male sex.

Malignant Disease.

The deaths referred to cancer dr malignant disease amounted 
to 29,089, exceeding by 2,795 the average number in the 
previous ten years corrected for increase of population. Among 
males the corrected numbers were in excess by 15 per cent., 
and among females, by 7 per cent. If the deaths from malignant 
disease be calculated on the aggregate population, the disease 
appears to have exacted a death toll at all ages of 732 per million 
among males, and of 1,003 per million among females. Both these 
rates are the highest on record. The crude rate of cancer 
mortality is, however, misleading for comparative purposes, 
because of changes in the age-constitution of the living ; this point 
will be again referred to at a subsequent page. But if, instead of 
computing the mortality at all ages, we apply the deaths at ages 
above 35 years to the number then living we obtain the ratio at
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that stage of life in which cancer is most fatal: and the result, duly 
corrected for age differences of the population, is fairly comparable, 
as between different periods, or as between different localities. 
The following table has been prepared in this way. It shows the 
cancer death-rates in that portion of the population which is above 
35 years of age (i.) in England & Wales as a whole, (ii.) in the 
Urban Counties, and (iii.) in the Rural Counties, the rates in 1903 
being compared with the average rates in the five years immediately 
preceding.*

Examination of this table clearly shows the need for the adjust­
ment here referred to, in the case of diseases like cancer, that 
especially affect particular ages. We there see that if the average 
cancer mortality be judged by the crude death-rates, the rural 
areas will appear to suffer more severely than the urban, whilst if 
the corrected rates be compared, the rural areas will be seen to 
suffer least severely. In my two previous letters I drew attention 
to the further complication arising from the decease, in urban 
hospitals, of many country patients ; in addition to which it 
would obviously be unsafe to assume that the place of a patient’s 
residence immediately before death had been also the place of 
origin of his or her disease.

We see, from this table that, as compared with the average in 
the previous five years, the increase of cancer mortality in iooa 
was greatest at the higher ages. In both sexes the increase would 
appear to have been greatest in the urban counties.

Table H, page Ixvi, shows for males, and Table I for females at 
several ages, the relative frequency with which different parts’of 
the body are invaded by malignant disease. As regards o-q 
peLSent; of the total deaths, the part affected was not stated in the 
certificates. The statistics of the last three years confirm those of 
previous years in showing that the notably excessive fatality of 
malignant disease in women, as compared with men, depends on 
its tendency to invade with exceptional frequency the generative 
and mammary organs of the female sex. Accordingly, we find that 
it we exclude affections of these organs, the male deaths from 
malignant disease 111 1903 were equal to a crude rate of 720 per 
million living of that sex, whilst the female rate, similarly com­
puted, was only 587 per million,

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Diabetes Mellitus.—To this disease 2,844 deaths were referred 
in the year under notice, or 194 more than the corrected average 
number in the previous ten years. Among males diabetes caused 
a mortality in 1903 of 87 per million, or 2 per cent, below the 
decennial average rate. Among females the rate was -83 per 
million, or not less than 19 per cent, above the average. Seventy 
per cent, of the total mortality occurred at ages above 45 years. 
From the returns of the last three years it would appear that 

/diabetes is more fatal in Extra-Metropolitan England than in 
London,! the average crude rates per million at all ages in 1901-3 
being 88 and 80 respectively.

Diseases of Special Organs.

The abstracts on pages 140-1 show that of the total deaths in 
the year 1903, other than those from violence, about 41 per cent, 
have been assigned to diseases of special organs or parts of the 
body, sometimes called Local Diseases.

Meningitis.—To inflammation of the brain or its membranes 
there were referred 6,341 deaths, or 1,499 fewer than the annual 
average in the preceding decennium corrected for increase of 
population. In this total are included 68 deaths that were 
certified as from infective, or septic, meningitis. The age and 
sex distribution of the last-mentioned cases will be found in 
the supplementary table on pages 156-7, that of the first men­
tioned, in the abstracts immediately preceding that table. From 
these tables it will be seen that this disease, in common with 
convulsions, is fatal mainly in infancy, 66 per cent, of the deaths 
from meningitis occurring among children under the age of five 
years. Meningitis is more destructive to boys than to girls, the 
mortality among the former being 120, and among the latter roi 
per thousand living of these sexes respectively.

Softening of the Brain.—In the course of the year under notice 
2,174 deaths were referred to this condition. Among males it 
accounted for a mortality of 72 per million, and among females, for. 
a mortality of 59 per million; although, both these rates are slightly, 
above those of 1902, they are considerably below the corresponding 
average rates in the previous decennium. Tables 22 and 24 
indicate that softening of the brain is more fatal to the male sex 
than to the female, and the abstracts on page 148 confirm those of 
previous' years in showing that the mortality is mainly confined to 
ages beyond mid-life.

General Paralysis of the Insane.—2,133 PersolIS died of this 
affection in the year under notice, the number of deaths so recorded 
in the previous year having been 2,257. General paralysis is 
seldom fatal before puberty, it affects males in greater numbers 
than females. Between the ages of 45 and 55 men die Of it in the 
average proportion of 303 per million of that sex, and women in 
the proportion of 91 per million. The male death-rate was slightly 
lower than the average for the preceding two years, but the female 
rate was about equal to the average. •

Diseases of the Heart caused the deaths of 46,900 persons, 
namely, 22,385 males and 24,515 females. This group is a very 
unsatisfactory one, including as it does not only the several 
definite affections of this organ, but also those conditions known 
as syncope and ‘‘heart disease,”1 without specification of the 
na ure of these affections. Since the year 1901 attempts have been 
made to improve the classification of heart diseases; with the 
result that the more indefinite forms are steadily, though hot

®P^®Psy-~^he deaths from epilepsy numbered 3,052, the 
mortality being atthe rate of 91 per million living, which s the 
same as that of the previous year. Epilepsy is ordinarily most 
fatal to the male sex • the death-rate of both sexes is lowest at the 
age-gioup 5-15 years, and increases steadily as age advances.

Convulsions.—15 it3 deaths, or 4,590 fewer than the corrected 
annual average m the previous decennium, were referred to con- 
vulsrons. Of the. total deaths thus returned not less than 
th .Petohnt' occufr*;d  among children who had not completed 
their fifth year of . life. Among boys'at this age, convulsions 
caused a mortality of 4-52, and among girls a mortality of 3-36, per 
thousand hving of the respective sexes.

Neither the one nor the other of these 
diseases was separately abstracted before the commencement of 
the present century; consequently, as regards mortality it is only

Neuritis, ^Peripheral- Poly-neuritis.—To this heading there were 
retei red 416 deaths, not fewer than 304 of which were those of 
women The disease, however, is probably far more common 
toan these figures would seem to indicate. Either the term 
peripheral-neuritis or one of its synonyms is frequently em­
ployed in conjunction with cirrhosis of the liver to indicate the 
cause of death of chronic alcoholics, and in these cases alcoholism 
and not neuritis, is selected for tabulation. The abstracts for the 
last -firee years show that among women peripheral-neuritis is 
usually more than twice as fatal as it is among men.

Tumour of the Brain, not stated to be specific, was the registered 
cause of 618 deaths But, in addition to these, there were 
originally certified, as from brain tumour, 123 deaths that were 
ascertained on enquiry to have resulted from definite forms of 
disease. Of these 123 deaths 88 were found to be due to 
malignant disease, 10 to tuberculous meningitis, and 16 to syphilis. 
It should be clearly understood that whenever tumour of the brain 
is medically certified to be due to either of the diseases last- 
mentioned, the death is classed to that disease and not to the 
local affection.-
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rapidly, decreasing year by year. It should be noted that the 
disease known as Infective (or malignant) Endocarditis has been 
removed from this group ; it now finds a place among General 
Diseases.

Diseases of the Blood. Vessels.—Since the year 1901 diseases of 
the blood vessels have been removed from among other diseases 
of the circulatory organs, and placed in a separate group. To 
diseases of the blood vessels in the aggregate there were referred 
in the year under present notice 27,963 deaths, the majority of 
which were those of females. Among these • diseases cerebral 
haemorrhage is numerically the most important ; for to this 
condition or to its symptom, apoplexy, npt fewer than 23,587 deaths 
were referred, giving a death-rate of 654 per million for males, 
and of 756 per million for females. Previous to the year 1901 the 
deaths from cerebral haemorrhage and those from apoplexy had 
been entered on the same line ; consequently we cannot ascertain 
how far, in earlier years, the disease had been differentiated 
from its symptom. According to Table 20 the mortality from 
cerebral haemorrhage would appear to be increasing ; inasmuch, 
however, as the deaths returned as from apoplexy are diminishing 
in about the same proportion, the change is evidently the result of 
transference from the indefinite to the definite heading, and for 
this we are indebted to improved medical certification. If, for 
the purpose of comparison the two headings be again combined, it 
will be found that the mortality from cerebral haemorrhage and. 
apoplexy has decreased considerably in the course of the last 20 
years ; but in this connection the fact should be remembered that 
many deaths which in earlier years would have been referred to 
apoplexy, without further remark, are now more correctly assigned 
to diseases of other organs, which are the probable causes of 
that symptom. Among diseases of the blood vessels a certain 
proportion of the deaths from thrombosis and from phlebitis 
are now being returned as infective. See Supplementary Table on 
pages 156-7.

Bronchitis.—This disease accounted for the deaths of 37,131 
persons, or 1 in 14 of the total deaths. These deaths corresponded 
to a rate of 1,112 per million living, which is less than half the 
rate obtaining in the year 1891, when influenza was rife in England. 
In the year 1903 bronchitis caused a death-rate among males at all 
ages of 1,146 per million, and among females of 1,081 per million. 
At ages under five years the rate among boys was equal to 4'27 per 
thousand, and among girls, to 3-57 per thousand.*  Among men 
and women at the age group 75 and upwards the rates were 16'08 
and 15'69 per thousand respectively.

Pleurisy was the assigned cause of 1,299 deaths, corresponding 
io a rate of 39 per million living of both sexes, as compared with 
51 per million, the decennial average rate. During the last two 
years the registered mortality from pleurisy has been below the 
average, but it is worthy of note that as compared with earlier 
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years a much larger proportion of these deaths are now returned 
as tuberculous, in which case the deaths are removed from the 
present heading and placed among General Diseases. The 
distribution, as regards age and sex, of the deaths from pleurisy 
will be found in the abstracts at pages 150-1, and that of the 
deaths from infective diseases of the pleura, in the Supplementary 
Table at pages 156-7.

Gastric Ulcer was returned as the cause of death in 1,667 
instances, as compared with 1,542 and 1,681 respectively in the two 
preceding years. Taking together the deaths in these three years, 
we have a total that corresponds to an' average annual mortality of 
49 per million of the population, the male rate averaging 32 and 
the female, rate 66 per million living of the respective sexes. As 
had been the case in the two previous years also, this disease 
claimed the largest number of victims during the reproductive 
period of life, and of these by far the greater number were 
women. Gastric ulcer was separately abstracted as a cause of 
death for the first time in 1901, and the abstracts published since 
that year show the age and sex distribution of the fatal cases both 
for the country generally and for London. To the total of 1,667 
deaths from gastric ulcer, 99. were contributed as the result of 
medical, inquiry, 61 of these having been returned in the original 
certificates as from peritonitis, and 17 as from haematemesis.

Appendicitis was assigned as the cause of 1,729 deaths, against 
and 1,485 respectively, in the two preceding years. This 

disease was separately abstracted as a cause of death for the 
first time in 1901, previous to which year the deaths referred 
thereto had been classed under the head of enteritis. For the 
last three years the age and sex distribution of mortality from 
appendicitis will be found in the successive abstracts. To the 
total deaths from this disease last year 137 were contributed after 
medical inquiry, most of these deaths having been originally 
certified as from peritonitis.

Other Diseases of the Digestive System.—Among the remaining 
diseases of this system the following deserve notice. In the 
course of the last 20 years peritonitis of unknown origin has 
appeared as a cause of death with steadily diminishing frequency 
—the corrected numbers in the years 1884-8 having averaged 
2,813, as against an annual average of 1,508 in the quinquennium 
ended with 1903. Of the deaths returned in the year 1903 as 
from peritonitis, 490 were classed, after medical enquiry, to 
other and more definite diseases, so that only 1,004 deaths now 
remain in the abstracts as from peritonitis; and the Supple­
mentary Table on pages 156-7 shows that 56 of these were 
medically certified to be of infective origin. Diseases of the 
liver in the aggregate have decreased in fatality during the last 
vicennium, the corrected average numbers having fallen from 10,988 
per annum in the first five years of that period to an average of 
7,-206 in the last-. To this rule, however, cirrhosis of the liver 
forms an .exception, for whilst that disease had claimed an annual 
corrected1 average of-4,000 death's in the quinquennium 1884-8,

the annual average in the last quinquennium has been 4,292. 
Table 19, on page cxii, indicates that in the residue of this 
group there are seven diseases the mortality from which has fallen 
in the course of the last three years. Of these, the most 
important numerically is enteritis, the deaths from which disease 
have decreased from 5,806 in 1901 to 4,494 in the year under 
present review.

Acute Nephritis and Chronic Nephritis or Bright’s disease 
together were the cause of 12,419 deaths, equal to a mortality at 
the rate of 372 per million living of both sexes, against a mean 
rate of 362 per million in the previous 10 years. Both forms of 
nephritis have increased rapidly in fatality within the last quarter 
of a century ; they are generally more fatal to males than to 
females, the respective death-rates last year being 412 and 335 per 
million. Among other affections of the urinary system diseases of 
the bladder and prostate caused the deaths of 2,268 males and 
225 females, together 2,493 persons of both sexes, or more by 88 
than the corrected annual average in the preceding decennium.

Tumours and other Diseases of the Ovaries and Uterus.—Under 
these headings, in the aggregate, 1,075 deaths were returned, as 
compared with 1,097 and 1,072 respectively, the corrected numbers 
in the two previous years. In addition to the above, there were 
registered last year 310 deaths from malignant disease of the 
ovaries and 3,917 deaths from malignant disease of the uterus. 
The ages at which deaths from malignant diseases of these organs 
occurred may be seen on reference to the Tables on pages Ixvi-vii, 
and the ages at which non-malignant affections of the ovaries 
and uterus were fatal, in the abstracts on page 153.

Diseases or Accidents of Pregnancy or of Childbirth.—To non- 
infective diseases or accidents of pregnancy or of childbirth, 2,189 
deaths were referred. Of these cases 112 were complicated,*  
the complicating condition being meningitis in 6 cases, disease of 
the heart or blood vessels in 39 cases, bronchitis or pleurisy in 13 
cases, disease of the digestive organs in 12 cases, and disease of 
the kidney in 30 cases. Particulars as to age distribution of the 
2,189 deaths recorded under the present heading will be found 
in the abstracts on page 153. Excluding the mortality from 
septic puerperal diseases, the number of deaths? of women 
in childbirth were—from abortion, 152 ; from puerperal mania, 
62 ; from puerperal convulsions, 409; from placenta praevia, 
flooding, 678; and from other accidents of pregnancy or of 
childbirth, 888. Of the .888 deaths last mentioned, the precise 
cause was stated in 177 instances'. This was ectopic gestation in 
87 cases, rupture of uterus in 28, deformed pelvis in 22, retained 
placenta in 17, and vomiting in 10 cases. The 2,189 deaths 
recorded under the present heading, together with the 1,668 deaths 
from puerperal septic affections specified on page Ivi, were equal 
to a rate of 4-07 per 1,000 births. In the ten immediately preceding 
years the proportion had averaged 4'91 per 1060. Table G, 

* The deaths from these complicating causes do not appear in Table G 
(pa^e Mi), having been classed to other diseases or accidents of childbirth*

Special interest attaches to the incidence of mortality in the 
earlier years of life, because the mortality at that age is recognized 
as the most sensitive test of the health of communities.

Tables J and K have been prepared in order to show the 
mortality among boys and girls respectively from those diseases 
that chiefly affect young children. In Table J are shown the rates; 
of death of infants under one year in terms of registered births, 
and in Table K the mortality of children under five years in 
proportion to the numbers living at that age. In both these 
tables there are given, not only the ratios for the year 1903 but 
also the average ratios for the1 preceding quinquennium ; and 
further, the mortality of the Urban is contrasted with that of the 
Rural areas of England & Wales.

With the object of exhibiting in fuller detail the local differences 
of mortality, Tables 30 and 31, relating to the year 1903 alone, 
have been prepared. The sexes are not separately dealt with in 
either of the tables last-mentioned, but the mortality is given for 
each of the registration counties—in the former table, among 
infants under one year, in the latter, amorig children under five 
years of age.

Table J shows that in England & Wales as a whole the general 
death-rate of infants of both sexes who had not reached their first 
birthday was in the low proportion of 132 per 1,000 births, as 
compared with rates of 154, 151, and 133 per 1,000 severally in the 
preceding three years, the average rate in the quinquennium ended 
with 1902 having been 152. Among boys of this age the rate in 
1903 was 145, and amorig girls 118 per 1,000 births, as compared 
with average rates of 167 and 137 respectively in the preceding 
five years.

onpagelvii, gives full particulars, of the deaths from diseases or 
accidents of childbirth and from puerperal septic affections ; it 
also gives account of 1,180 other deaths that were returned 
as closely associated with either pregnancy or childbirth. 
If the mortality be computed from all causes whatever in 
connection with parturition, the proportion will be raised from 
.-07 to 5-31 per 1,000 births. Reference to this Table shows that 
of the 5,037 deaths there enumerated, 4,983 occurred at ages 
between 15 and 45 years. If these deaths be calculated on the 
estimated numbers of women living within the same age limits, 
they will be equal to a mortality of 598 per million, or 72 per 
million less than in the year ±902. Although each successive 
year reveals improvements in death certification, there is reason to 
doubt whether the returns of puerperal fatality are even yet 
complete. I must, therefore, once more invite my medical 
brethren to mention, in their death certificates, the fact of child­
birth whenever it is associated with the fatal illness.

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The Table on page xlvi shows that the evil effects of town life 
are not limited to the earlier ages, Nevertheless, for the reason 
already given, it is with local variations in the loss of life at those 
ages that we are here especially concerned. From Table J we 
learn that in the year 1903 infantile mortality in the Urban 
Counties exceeded that in the Rural by 34 per cent., whilst in the 
quinquennial period 1898-1902 the excess had been 31 per cent 
Among the several causes of death the most fatal in infancy are 
wasting diseases,*  which account for an average mortality of 42 per 

’ 1,000 births in the country, and 45 in the town ; diarrhoeal diseases! 
a mortality of 11 and 24 respectively ; meningitis and convulsions, 
a mortality of 16 and 17 : pneumonia, a mortality of 8 and 13 • 
and bronchitis, a mortality of 8 and 12. Table J shows that, as 
compared with the average in the previous quinquennium, there 
was in the year 1903 a reduction in infantile mortality from all the 
diseases or groups of diseases therein included, the general reduc­
tion being mainly due to the diminished fatality of diarrhoeal 
diseases.

* Tuberculous diseases include all forms of that infection given in the official 
tables'.

Table 30 on page cliv shows that among the counties of 
England & Wales with populations exceeding 100,000, infantile 
mortality from all causes ranged from 84 per 1,000 births in 
Hertfordshire and in Oxfordshire, 85 in Wiltshire, and 88 in 
Somersetshire, to 150 in the West Riding of Yorkshire, 151 in 
Nottinghamshire, 152 in Northumberland, 154 in Lancashire, and 
156 in Durham ; the West Riding, Nottinghamshire, and Lanca­
shire having been among the counties with highest infantile death­
rates in the year 1902 also.

Table K gives the mortality of children under five years per 
1,000 living at that age. In this Table the mortality is shown from 
seven of the causes dealt with in Table J, and in addition from 
scarlet fever and from diphtheria, which diseases are at this age 
much more important elements in the death-roll than they are in 
the first year of life. The mortality among children under five 
years follows the law already shown to prevail among infants— 
namely, that the sacrifice of fife is by far the greatest in Urban 
communities. Taking the 'average rates for 1898-1902, as shown 
in the upper half of Table K, we see that whilst among boys in 
the Urban counties the mortality from all causes was 68'5 per 1,000 
living at this age, in the Rural counties the rate did not exceed 
44-3 per 1,000. Among girls, the rate in the Urban counties was 
57-9 per 1,000, but only 35-8 in the Rural.

In the distribution of those diseases that are mainly fatal to 
children under five years a disparity -.prevails similar to that 
obtaining among infants. Both parts of Table K indicate that 
under each of the nine headings the average mortality is very much 
greater in the town than in the country. At this age diarrhoeal

* Wasting diseases are here held to include Premature Birth, Congenital 
defects. Injury at Birth, Atelectasis', and Atrophy, but not Tabes Mesenterica— 
which is at; present included among tuberculous diseases.

f Diarrhoeal diseases include Epidemic Diarrhoea, Infective Enteritis., Ill- 
defined Diarrhoea, Gastric Catarrh, Other diseases of the Stomach (mainly 
Gastritis), Enteritis,.and Gastro Enteritis. 
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diseases take the place of wasting diseases as the largest con­
tributors to the total mortality in both these areas. Bronchitis, 
nneumonia, and meningitis still continue to exact a large number 
of victims, and tuberculous disease,*  mainly in its cerebral and 
abdominal forms, again appears as a prominent cause of death.

Table 31 which relates to the several counties, of England & 
Wales indicates the following distribution of mortality under five 
vears of age In the year 1903, the mortality from all causes at 
this age among counties with populations exceeding 100,000, was 
lowest, 26'9 in Wiltshire, 27'4 in Oxfordshire, and 277 in Hertford­
shire ‘ whilst it ranged upwards to 55-1 in Nottinghamshire, 55-4 
in the West Riding of Yorkshire, 5,6-1 in Northumberland, 59-7 in 
Lancashire, and 6o'i in Durham.

Ill-defined or Not Specified Gauses of Death.

In the year 1903 the deaths of 49,455 persons were attributed to 
causes that are practically useless for purposes of classification. 
Ill-defined deaths would have appeared in larger numbers 
than at present had it not been for the enquiries which are 
systematically issued from this Office to medical practitioners 
respecting deaths certified as due to tumour, dropsy, haemorrhage, 
and certain other indefinite conditions. In the course of the year, 
4,021 answers to letters of enquiry were received at this .Office. 
The 772 enquiries relating to deaths from peritonitis resulted in 
the transference of 52 deaths to puerperal septicaemia, 80 o 
tuberculous peritonitis, 5 to carcinoma, .10 to cancel, 24 to 
generative diseases, 61 to gastric ulcer, 122 to appendicitis, 
82 to other specified diseases of the stomach and intestines, 
and 54 to other definite causes. The 484 enquiries regaiding 
tumours of various organs led to the transference of 29 deaths 
to carcinoma, 113 to sarcoma, 125 to cancer, 18 to syphilis, 
12 to tuberculous diseases, 11 to ovarian and uterine diseases, ana 
23 to other definite causes. The 327 enquiries concerning deaths 
referred to septicaemia, pyaemia, and other- septic diseases, 
resulted in the transference of 67 deaths to puerperal septic 
conditions, 4 to venereal diseases, 96 to infective diseases of 
special organs, 1 to violence, arid 30 to other specified causes. 
The 210 enquiries relating to paralysis led to the transference 
of 106 deaths to cerebral haemorrhage, 7° to diseases of the 
spinal cord, io to intemperance, and 17 to other specified 
causes. The enquiries concerning hydrocephalus resulted m the 
addition of 83 deaths to tuberculous meningitis, and of 190 to 
congenital defects. The enquiries relating to cerebro-spmal 
meningitis numbered 161 : they resulted in the transfeience of 49 
deaths to cerebro-spinal fever, and 69 to tuberculous meningitis. 
The 175 enquiries concerning strictures of the oesophagus and 
pylorus led to the addition of 18 deaths to carcinoma, 100 to 
cancer, and 10 to gastric ulcer. The 5° enquiries relating to 
membranous laryngitis resulted in the transference of 30 deaths 
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to diphtheria. The total additions to certain definite headings 
resulting from these enquiries were as follows :—To malignant 
disease 439 deaths, to puerperal septic diseases 143, to venereal 
diseases 54, to intemperance 55, to tuberculous diseases 395, 
to gastric ulcer 99, and to appendicitis 137. In 8 instances the 
condition stated in the certificate was found to be due to violence, 
whilst in 9 other instances, in which such indefinite terms as 
“fracture,” “injury,” &c., had been inserted in the certificate, the 
deaths were ultimately classed in accordance with the nature of 
the injury.

Violence.

During the year under notice 15,464 persons (10,799 males and 
4,665 females) met their death through accident or negligence 
the mortality corresponding to a rate of 463 per million living.’ 
Among males the rate was equal to 668 per million, and among 
females to 271 per million. 1'he deaths of males exceeded those 
of females under every heading, except that of “ burns and scalds.” 
The deaths of 2,640 men and of 871 women were attributed to 
suicide: the latter figures, in both cases, exceeded the average 
after correction for increase of population. To homicide males 
and 158 females fell victims, the number of males being below, and 
that of females about equal to, the corrected average. Of the 
deaths by homicide, 185 were returned by coroners’ juries as 
murder. There were 25 executions (23 males and 2 females) 
during the year, the numbers in the preceding years having been 
14, 15, and 22 respectively.

I now beg leave to submit, through you, for the information of 
students of vital statistics, the foregoing remarks concerning 
the causes of death in the year under present review. In 
the previous report you were privileged to record for 1902 the 
lowest death-rate attained, up to that yeai, in England & Wales 
The present report testifies to a still further decline of' the death­
rate in the year 1903—a circumstance that will, I am confident 
give, you much personal satisfaction.

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METEOROLOGY OF THE YEAR 1903.

Remarks on the Conspicuous Meteorological Occurrences 
in the British Isles in 1903.

(Prepared under the direction of the Meteorological Council, 
by W. N. Shaw, Esq., Sc.D., F.R.S., Secretary.)

The following were the more striking features in the weather 
of 1903, noticed in connection with the issue of the daily and 
weekly reports.

1. Gales.—The year, as a whole, • was of an exceptionally 
disturbed character, owing to the abnormally large number of 
barometric depressions and their secondaries affecting our islands. 
High winds were consequently very frequently experienced, but 
the gales, although numerous, were not, except in a few instances, 
marked by any great violence. Of the principal storms the most 
important were :—

(n.) On January 25th, when a strong gale from the South- 
Westward and Westward was felt generally over our 
northern and western districts, the force of a whole 
gale or storm being reported at various places in 
Ireland and the west of Scotland. At Deerness the 
anemometer registered 64 miles in an hour, at Kings­
town 66 miles, and at Alnwick Castle 7° miles.

(&.) From February 18th to 27th was a very stormy period, 
due to the passage, on a general north-easterly course, 
of a series of Atlantic disturbances, their centres 
keeping outside our coasts, except in the case of the 
last one, which moved across Scotland on the 27th. 
The winds were throughout from between South and 
West, and every day blew with the force of a strong 
gale and upwards in many localities, culminating, in 
the night of the 26th-27th, in a very severe gale over 
England and Ireland, “storm” and “hurricane” force 
being reported in many places. At Holyhead the 
anemometer registered 7 2 miles in an hour, at Shields 
75, at Valencia 86, and at Kingstown 90.

(c.) On September 10th and nth the centre of a deep 
depression moved due east from the Atlantic to 
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Holland, occasioning a violent gale from between 
South-West, North and North-East over England and 
Ireland, “ storm ” and “ hurricane ” force being felt on 
many sections of the southern and western coasts. 
The anemometer registered 68 miles in an hour at 
Valencia, 69 at'Scilly and 71 at Holyhead.

For a summer gale that of July 5th and 6th was severe over 
the northern half of’the Kingdom, a strong or whole gale from 
North-West or North blowing at a numbei*  of places. At 
Fleetwood the anemometer registered a wind velocity of 80 miles 
in an hour.

2. Heavy Rains.—The most remarkable characteristic of the 
year was its abnormal wetness, and this was especially so from 
about June 10th, the summer and autumn proving disastrous to 
agriculturists and others through the persistent rains and floods. 
Yarmouth was the only station where the year’s rainfall was less 
than the average. An excess of 10 ins. and upwards was recorded 
at a large number of places. At Laudale the total fall was 
H2-2 ins., or 36-9 ins. above the average, other places in the 
west of Scotland showing an excess of from 20 ins. to 30 ins. 
Even London’s total of 38 ins. was an excess of 13-6 ins., being 
considerably in excess of any previous record. The rainy days 
numbered 290 at Valencia and above 270 at other western and 
northern coast stations, against 157 at Shoeburyness and less 
than 170 at various other points on the east coast of England. 
The exceptional nature of the season is well illustrated by 
the London records, which show that there were as many as 
eight instances of more than an inch of rain in a day, twice 
in each of the months June, July, and August, and once in 
September and November, the previous highest number for any 
year being four.

The heaviest of the summer falls were recorded :—

(«.) On May 30th, when from an inch to nearly 4 ins. fell over 
western and southern London and in various parts of 
Surrey. A severe thunderstorm raged.

(6.) Between June 13th and 15th very heavy over a great 
portion of the south of England, especially within the 
Thames area. Falls exceeding an inch in 24 hours in 
many places, 2 ins, at Oxford, 2'1 ins. at Shoeburyness. 
In London rain fell without interruption from noon 
13th until midnight 15th, the total for the 60 hours 
being 2’9 ins. On June 25th or 26th amounts ranging 
up to nearly 2 ins. were measured at stations in the 
south of Ireland, North Wales, and Lancashire.

(c.) On July 5th over the north and west of Scotland, 2-5 ins. 
recorded’ at Wick. On July 14th and 15th in many 
parts of Ireland and round the Irish Sea. . Between 
July 16th and 21st numerous large falls in various 

‘parts of the Kingdom, 2 ins. at Dublin (Phoenix 
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Park), and 3*2  ins. at Alton, Hants. In the night 
of July 23rd-24th another very heavy storm over 
the south-eastern quarter of England, many falls 
exceeding 2 ins., and in the eastern and South­
eastern suburbs of London from 3 ins. to 4 ins. On 
July 29th, at Fassaroe, Bray, Ireland, i-8 in. fell in 
about 30 minutes.

(d.) On August 24th over the southern half of England, as 
much as 2-8 ins. felling at Nottingham.

(£.) On September 10th an inch or more measured in many 
parts of England and Ireland.

In the early and late months falls of an inch or more were 
neither so frequent not so general (except during October, 
which partook of the summer features), and there were few 
instances of as much as 2 ins. in a day. The most important 
were—

(n.) On January 4th over the south-west of England and 
South Wales; and on the 9th in various parts of 
Scotland and the north of Ireland.

(&.) On February 8th in the east and south of Scotland ; and 
on the 27th along the south coast of England.

(c.) On October 8th a severe rainstorm over the north-east of 
England, with from 2 ins, to 3 ins. in Durham and 
Northumberland ; on, October nth in many parts of 
the southern half of England, 2 ins. at Bramley; and 
from October 26th to 28th at numerous stations in 
Ireland and the western half of England, 2-2 ins. at 
Chester.

(d.) On November 27th over the southern portions of England, 

(e.) On December 12th over the south-western counties.

The very wet period round the middle of June was associated 
with winds from between North and East, small shallow dis­
turbances moving about on most erratic paths over the southern 
counties, the English Channel, and the north of France.

3. Snowstorms.—As a general rule the falls of snow reported 
during the year were of an unimportant character, the amounts 
measured being usually very small. At Laudale snow fell on 
59 days, at Deerness on 31, and at Cockle Park on 30, but at about 
half the stations on 10 days or less, there not being one day of 
snow at Bath.

4. Thunderstorms.—November and December were practically, 
free from thunderstorms, and very few were noted in April,. . In all 
other months they were of fairly frequent occurrence, but in the 
main somewhat local in character, some of them rather severe,
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and in many cases attended by heavy falls of rain and hail. One 
of the most notable was that of May 30th and 31st in and around 
London, the storm commencing early in the afternoon of the 
30th, and being very violent, with deluging rain, for several 
hours. After an interval, it was renewed after midnight, the 
thunder, and lightning being more violent than during the 
early visitation, but the rainfall not so heavy. Thunderstorms 
were most numerous along a belt extending from Lancashire 
to Kent, Dunmow reporting them on 27 days, Stonyhurst 
on 20, Dungeness on 19, and London on 18. Over the western 
and northern districts and down the east coast the frequency 
in nearly all places was less than 10 days, Bath returning no 
instance of a storm.

5. Droughts.—In such a remarkably wet year, rainless periods of 
long duration were naturally very rare. It is interesting to note 
that when the southern and eastern parts of England were 
suffering from the deluging rains of mid-June, the weather over 
the northern and western portions of the Kingdom was very dry. 
The conditions became reversed, and on June 20th the only 
notable drought of the year set in over the south and east of 
England, no rain being registered for 21 consecutive days at 
Felixstowe, 22 at Clacton-on-Sea, Oxford, and in London, and 24 
at Rothamsted.

6. Temperature.—The highest temperatures registered during the 
year occurred either at the beginning or end of June or in the 
second week of July. In Scotland on June 4th the thermometer 
rose to 81 at Leith, and to 8o° at Ochtertyre, while Aberdeen’s 
maximum of 79° was reached on July 9th. At Sumburgh Head 
no higher value than 6o° was recorded—on June 27th and 
September 20th and 22nd. There was no instance of a maximum 
of 80 in Ireland. Dublin (City and Phoenix Park) touched 790 
on July 9th, while Birr Castle had 78" on June 5th, and 
Killarney on June 8th and July nth. Over England and the 
Channel Islands readings of 8o° and upwards were experienced 
mainly between July 9th and nth, when Cambridge, Bawtry 
Hillington, Fulbeck, and Colly Weston attained 86°, and a 
number of other stations returned 83° to 850.. Geldeston 
however, had a maximum of 86° on June 28th, when Shoe- 
buryness had 84° Southampton rose to 83° on June 1st, as well 
as on July nth.

In connection with the abnormal wetness of the season low 
afternoon maxima were rather common during the summer in 
numerous instances below 55°, while those of jo° and under were 
frequent for the time of year. On June 19th, the extreme readings 
at the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, were 46-2° and 48-5° the 
Astronomer Royal noting “A very cold day, and the range of 
temperature was very small. The maximum temperature for the 
day is the lowest daily maximum recorded in June in the years 
1841-1903, and the mean temperature (47-2°) is lower than the 
mean for any day in June in the preceding 62 years, with the 
exception of June 4th, 1871, when the same mean value was 
recorded.”
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. Thek’ftte# temperatures of the year -were experienced' in the 
months of January and December,-, in most parts of Scotland >and 
England about the middle of January, and in the extreme south of 
England and in Ireland early and late in December.

Between January 13th and 15th minima were registered as low 
as i° at Braemar, 6° at Lairg, 120 at Newton Rigg, 130 at Harrogate 
and Ochtertyre, 140 at Bawtry and Durham, and 15° at Glericarrdn. 
Both on the 13th and the 14th temperature touched 3’2° at Scilly, 
the only occasions at that station as low as the freezing point, all 
other places experiencing lower readings.

On December 2nd or 3rd Edenfel went down to 130, Littlestone- 
on-Sea to i-5°, Markree Castle and Swarraton to 180, and Birr 
Castle to 190 ; on the 31st, Bramley to 13° and Shaftesbury 
to 180.

7. Fog.—In some of the summer and autumn months thick mist 
or fog was rather frequent, especially along the coasts, but 
generally the fogs of the year, presented no unusual feature—those 
of November were neither so frequent nor so dense as usual. On 
December 5th the greater part of England was covered by fog, 
which was exceptionally dense and dark locally, but, being 
associated with a very shallow V-shaped disturbance travelling 
quickly eastward, the fog proved of brief duration.

8. Dust Fall.—At many places in the southern half of England 
and Wales a peculiar dust haze was observed on February 21st. 
On the following day there were numerous reports of a sandy or 
reddish-brown powder deposited on vegetation and other objects, 
and as a sediment in the rain gauges. Subsequent investigation 
has shown that the phenomenon had been noted over an unusually 
extensive region—from the Equator northward to the Azores and 
across to England, and eastward through Germany into Austria. 
From an examination of the atmospheric circulation over the 
ocean and the land at this period it seems clear that the dust 
came from the sandy districts of Africa.

9. Earthquake Shock.—Early in the afternoon of March 24th an 
earthquake shock was felt at »Fulbeck, and at Chatsworth, and 
many other parts of Derbyshire, as well as in Staffordshire and 
Lincolnshire.

10. Magnetic Storm and Aurorat Display.—E very severe magnetic 
storm, which interrupted telegraphic communication in our islands 
as well as throughout Europe and America, was experienced on 
the evening of October 31st, when there was a brilliant display of 
aurora borealis in many places.

In continuation of the remarks given in previous annual reports 
the following notes refer exclusively to the stations the results from 
which are included in the tables already printed in the Quarterly 
Returns.

The highest temperatures of the air were at Barnet 87'8°; at 
The Royal Observatory 87'5° ; and at Tealby 86-3°.
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The lowest temperatures were at Llangammarch Wells iro° • 
at Durham 13*5°  ; and at Carlisle 14’8°.

The heaviest falls of rain at any of the stations were at Llangam­
march Wells 69-18 ins.; at Buxton 59-99 ins.; and at Stonyhurst 
58-94 ins.

The least falls of rain were at Lowestoft 24-56 ins.; at Spurn 
Head 26-79 ^ns- > and at Felixstowe 28-81 ins.

The greatest number of days of rain were at Buxton 256 ; at 
Llangammarch Wells 252 ; and at Carlisle 236.

The least number of days of rain were at Westminster 160 ; 
at Felixstowe 163 ; and at Canterbury 166.

The highest temperatures in the sun were at the Royal Obser­
vatory 157-0° and 148-3° ; and at Bath 156-0°.

The lowest temperatures on the grass were at Canterbury 8-o° • 
a.t Coventry and Stokesay io-o°; and at Carlisle 10-2°.
