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FOREWORD.
{ Every effort has been made in this, the eighth edition 

of Hints on How to Find Work” to give to women a 
reliable up-to-date guide to the professions and occupations 
which are now open to them, and to the best means of 
acquiring the necessary information on obtaining employ -

It was felt that a booklet of this type would be appreci­
ated by those who would otherwise be unable to obtain 
quickly the addresses of the various organizations which, 
in most instances, have their head offices in London, and it 
was with this object in view, and after much careful research 
that “Hints on How to Find Work” was first published. 
Since then other editions have appeared at regular intervals, 
each one being revised and enlarged as further information 
became available.

These lists are necessarily not exhaustive but we have 
endeavoured in each profession to give the name and address 
of the central body from which information may be obtained 
together with the names and addresess of the Trade Journals 
in which posts are advertised. Technical papers and 
magazines are legion, but workers are often ignorant of the 
publications dealing with their particular profession, so 
that a great deal of time and money is wasted in finding 
out. A list of such papers is given in this booklet, but it is 
necessarily selective, and intended merely as a suggestion 
m each case.

Agencies are many, but again the worker is often not 
aware of the one which specialises in her particular sphere. 

. We give a selection of those found most helpful, but the 
list is not exhaustive. For first posts where experience is 
not required, most training institutions have registers 
through which they place their pupils, but it stands to 
reason that they cannot guarantee to find posts for them 
all, and then it is necessary for the seeker after work to go 
further afield and to find a post for herself. It is in these 
cases that the central organizations and the trade papers 
can be of assistance.



It may not be out of place here to give a few hints on 
the matter of writing letters of application. The experience 
of years has taught us that even many of those who should 
know better do not seem aware of the importance of the 
impression given by the first communication with a pros­
pective employer.

The letter should be short, well-expressed, with 
particular avoidance of hackneyed phrases, free of correc­
tions and erasures, and legibly written, especially in 
respect of the writer’s address and signature. Where 
type-written applications are asked for, she should comply 
with the request. Nothing is more irritating to an employer 
than neglect of his first instruction.

Enclosed with the letter should be a tabulated, type­
written list of qualifications: name, age, education, train­
ing, experience, with previous employers’ names and 
addresses. Typewritten copies of testimonials, and a 
couple of references from persons of some standing to whom 
the candidate is known privately should be included.

Advertisements of posts vacant are necessarily con­
densed and do not give a great deal of information, but the 
casual letter saying “I am interested in your advert, and 
should be glad to learn further particulars” will not 
impress employers. Full information must be given; 
without being long-winded, it is better to give more 
particulars than are requested, as the additional qualifica­
tion stated, such as language^, may be contributory to a 
successful application or even in leading to a better post.

There are workers whose demands impose an unneces­
sary limitation. We are aware that in some cases it is not 
possible for workers to leave their homes, but we have 
known of splendid offers refused because the locality was 
not liked. Adaptability is important, and it should be 
realised that some of the difficulties encountered in finding 
suitable posts are due to the limitations set by the candidate 
herself.

In choosing a profession it is wise to dwell not only on 
the aspect of its appeal, but also on the question of supply 
and demand.

To gain our dearest hopes something must be sacrificed. 
What that sacrifice is to be depends on how much the chosen 

profession means to the worker herself. A career is no 
longer a side line or a means of filling a gap; for most of us 
it is a part of our lives, and as such, the choice should be 
considered very carefully from every point of view.

That a thorough training in whatever career is chosen 
is essential cannot be emphasized too much. There are 
still too many untrained women vaguely looking for 

something to do.” Each of us has a talent and while 
there is so much varied and interesting work open to women, 
the assistance of an expert on employment is necessary for 
anyone to find her niche .

In the booklet it has not been possible to cover all those 
professions which have no special organization connected 
with them, or those where there is little opportunity except 
for women who mean to set up for themselves. Information 
about these openings and others can be obtained-on appli­
cation to the Central Employment Bureau for Women.
